MINUTES 
 
Chairperson Gale Kleinkopf called the meeting to order at 11:03 am. 
 
Item # 1 Approve minutes of the July 10th, 2013 meeting.  

Brett Semple motioned to approve meeting minutes, Gary Roland seconded the motion.  
Motion passed with a unanimous vote. 
 

Item #2 Approve minutes of the August 14, 2013 meeting. 
Rich Birrell motions to approve meeting minutes, Gary Roland seconded the motion. Motion 
passed with a unanimous vote. 

 
Item #3 Fund Raising Golf Tournament Update 

Dennis reviewed the Golf Tournament Revenue/Expense report and the items that had been 
discussed for improvement.  Sand in the bunkers, cart paths and rebuild the tees at #7 and #11 
and reshape the green on #18.  Dario has removed sand from the bunker on the left side of 
green #8.  We should be able to accomplish these improvements with the funds from the 
Tournament. The number one priority should be the concreting of the cart path from tee #10 
from the blue tee box to the white tee box all the way down to the ladies tee box.  Dario will 
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be contacting the same contractor he had do work on the cart path on #1 as well as getting 
additional estimates. Steve asked if we could some prioritization on the other projects once we 
get the cart path done.  Sand would be #1, paths #2 (get prices), #18 green, #7 tee box and #11 
tee box next. 
 
Thank you letters will be going out to sponsors.  We will need to send out letters to those that 
donated gifts.  Dennis asked that an email be sent to Dennis or Steve so that we can get a 
letter out to them.  We also need to check the sponsor plaque board and add names if we have 
new that need to be added.   
 
Dennis indicated that the Hiskey Family water fountain is in memory of one of the Hiskey’s 
brothers and they are interested in helping out with our tournament by bringing in a former 
1981 British Open Champion, Bill Rogers, if we could move up our tournament by one week.  
Moving the tournament up one week will work for Steve and the golf course.   
 
Chairman Kleinkopf recognized Dario for his great work at out the golf course.   
 
 

Item #4 Long Term Goals Discussion 
Dennis reviewed the staff report which has old goals from 1997 and had requested feedback 
from the Commission via email on future goals.  He indicated he had not received anything as 
of yet.  Dennis suggested a subcommittee be formed to work on the long term goals and make 
some recommendations to the whole committee.  He would like to see something done during 
the winter so that the Council can be approached when the budget is being worked on.   
 
Steve shared with the Commission that last year the club did well with some profit sharing 
and the City is going to allow us to use that money for the table and chairs.  Steve is asking 
for recommendations for the table and chairs.  He would like to get the table and chairs in 
there before March.   
 
Steve addressed the Commission indicating that since he has been at the golf course there has 
not been a price increase in anything.  He handed out a spreadsheet on current fees and 
suggested an increase in fees (see attachment).  All of Steve’s expenses at the golf course 
increases every year.  Dennis will place the suggested increase request on the October agenda. 
The agreement between the city and Steve, allows the Golf Advisory Commission to allow 
increases in fees less than 5%, any increases more than 5% must be presented to the City 
Council for a public hearing following State Code.  All the fee increases Steve is proposing 
are under 5%. 
 
 

Item #5 Other Items from the Commission 
Dennis shared that the overflow parking lot will be getting the double seal coat on the week of 
the 23rd.  Emery Brothers will be doing the chip seal.   
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Brett mentioned he has the steel ready for the signs at the 10 women’s tees. It is all ready to 
go, it is all cut to size, it just has to be welded together and primed and painted.
