Public Hearing Procedures for Zoning Requests

1. Prior to opening the first Public Hearing of the session, the Mayor shall review the public hearing procedures.

2. Individuals wishing to testify or speak before the City Council shall wait to be recognized by the Mayor, approach the
microphone/podium, state their name and address, then proceed with their comments. Following their statements,
they shall write their name and address on the record sheet(s) provided by the City Clerk. The City Clerk shall make
an audio recording of the Public Hearing.

3. The Applicant, or the spokesperson for the Applicant, will make a presentation on the application/request (request).
No changes to the request may be made by the applicant after the publication of the Notice of Public Hearing. The
presentation should include the following:

e A complete explanation and description of the request.

e Why the request is being made.

e Location of the Property.

e Impacts on the surrounding properties and efforts to mitigate those impacts.
Applicant is limited to 15 minutes, unless a written request for additional time is received, at least 72 hours prior to
the hearing, and granted by the Mayor.

4. A City Staff Report shall summarize the application and history of the request.
¢ The City Council may ask questions of staff or the applicant pertaining to the request.

5. The general public will then be given the opportunity to provide their testimony regarding the request. The Mayor
may limit public testimony to no less than two minutes per person.

e Five or more individuals, having received personal public notice of the application under consideration, may
select by written petition, a spokesperson. The written petition must be received at least 72 hours prior to
the hearing and must be granted by the mayor. The spokesperson shall be limited to 15 minutes.

e Written comments, including e-mail, shall be either read into the record or displayed to the public on the
overhead projector.

¢ Following the Public Testimony, the applicant is permitted five (5) minutes to respond to Public Testimony.

6. Following the Public Testimony and Applicant’s response, the hearing shall continue. The City Council, as
recognized by the Mayor, shall be allowed to question the Applicant, Staff or anyone who has testified. The Mayor
may again establish time limits.

7. The Mayor shall close the Public Hearing. The City Council shall deliberate on the request. Deliberations and
decisions shall be based upon the information and testimony provided during the Public Hearing. Once the Public
Hearing is closed, additional testimony from the staff, applicant or public is not allowed. Legal or procedural
guestions may be directed to the City Attorney.

* Any person not conforming to the above rules may be prohibited from speaking. Persons refusing to comply with such
prohibitions may be asked to leave the hearing and, thereafter removed from the room by order of the Mayor.

Consideration of a request to approve the applications for the Saint Patrick’s Day Parade
and Celebration sponsored by Bev and Steve O’Connor. The events will be held on
Thursday, March 17, 2011.

Time Estimate:

Staff requests that this item be placed on the consent calendar.

Background:

On February 1, 2011, Bev and Steve O’Connor submitted a Special Events Application
and Parade Application for the annual Saint Patrick’s Day Parade and Celebration.

The parade is to be held on Thursday, March 17, 2011, at 12:00 p.m. on Main Avenue,
beginning in the 600 Block of Main Avenue East/South (the area of Krengel’s True
Value Hardware Store). The parade will travel west on Main Avenue to the 500 Block of
Main Avenue North/West (the area of the Magic Valley High School). The parade
participants will begin to assemble at 11:00 a.m.

Main Avenue East/South will be closed from Murtaugh Street to Castleford Street. The
staging area will be located in the 600 Block of Main Avenue and the parade floats will
disperse at the 500 Block of Main Avenue.

There will be an estimated 30 floats in the parade, which will be decorated with a Saint
Patrick’s Day theme. It is anticipated that 1,000 people will be in attendance to observe
the parade. The event sponsors have paid the application fee.

The Twin Falls City Street Department will provide the traffic cones and barricades for
the event.

Steve and Bev O’Connor’s Special Events Application requests the closure of the 100
Block of Main Avenue North/West, starting at Shoshone Street, west on Main Avenue to
an area just west of the Magic Valley Bank. The street closure will begin at the
conclusion of the parade. This street closure will be in place to allow for the overflow of
patrons attending the celebration after the parade and will remain closed until
O’Dunken’s closes for business that evening.
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This event will require two (2) Twin Falls County Sheriff’s Reserve Deputies to provide
security from 5:00 p.m. until O’Dunken’s closes for business and the crowd disperses.
Bev and Steve O’Connor will provide security fencing along the curb area of Shoshone
Street North and Main Avenue North to deter participants of the celebration from spilling
over into traffic on Shoshone Street. Port-a-potties will be provided and will be located
in the angled parking area in front of the Magic Valley Bank. Barricades for this street
closure will be provided by Bev and Steve O’Connor. There will also be a band playing
live music. The band stage will be set up on the sidewalk area of Main Avenue West.
The band will play from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. Bev and Steve O’Connor will be
responsible for the clean up in the immediate area of the event and the affected
surrounding area of downtown.

The Twin Falls Police Department received one call for service related to a fight during
the 2010 event. This incident took place approximately one block away from the event
location. It is not known if the incident stemmed from the Saint Patrick’s Day Event.

The Twin Falls Fire Department will also assist with traffic control at both intersections
of 2" Avenue East/North and Shoshone Street and 2™ Avenue West/South and Shoshone
Street.

Approval Process: N/A

Budget Impact:

This event will require a total of nine (9) Twin Falls Police Officers, five (5) of which
will be on overtime; three (3) non-sworn Police employees on overtime; and Citizens on
Patrol volunteers. A briefing will be held at 10:30 a.m. Street closures will take place at
11:30 a.m. The parade is scheduled to start at 12:00 p.m. and is estimated to conclude by
1:30 p.m. It is estimated that this event will take four (4) hours to allow for street
closures, allowing traffic flows to adjust, and the opening of streets at the conclusion of
the parade. The total cost for overtime for this event will be approximately $1,200. This
cost has been included in the Twin Falls Police Department overtime budget. (Note:
This amount is less than the last few years due to the Traffic Team all being on duty
during this particular event.)

Regulatory Impact: N/A

Conclusion:

Several relevant City Staff members have met and approved this Special Event and
Parade Application. The Twin Falls Police Department Staff has also met and approved
these applications.

Request:
Presentation of the redevelopment plan for the Main Avenue Fountain Plaza.

Time Estimate:

Terry McCurdy from the Twin Falls Community Foundation and Scott Allen with The Land Group
will take approximately 10 minutes for their presentation. Staff will take approximately 2-3
minutes. Following the presentations, we expect some time for questions and answers.

Background:
The Twin Falls Community Foundation (TFCF) accepted a proposal from The Land Group for
landscape architectural services on the Main Avenue Fountain Plaza concept.

At the February 8" 2010 City Council meeting, the Council approved to accept funds from the
Twin Falls Community Foundation (TFCF) to pay for preliminary concept plans for
redevelopment of the Main Avenue Fountain Plaza.

The Land Group developed three concept plans. Two of those plans removed the existing
fountain, all three plans had a fountain/splash pad implemented in the designs. Staff presented
these three plans to the TFCF and the Parks & Recreation Commission. Staff took the input
from both groups and presented those to The Land Group to develop one plan. Consensus from
both groups was to have the existing fountain removed completely. The Land Group developed
a revised plan with an additional one with only a slight variation.

Staff is requesting input from the City Council on the three concept plans and the revised plan.
Before the TFCF commissions The Land Group develop a cost estimate for demolition and
construction, staff and the TFCF want to make sure the City Council has their input on the re-
design of the plaza. The Land Group can make additional modifications to the plan before the
cost estimate is developed. The proposal to develop engineer’s estimate for demolition and
construction from The Land Group is $850.

The TFCF will compensate the City for the services from The Land Group to develop a cost
estimate for demolition and construction.

Attached are photos of the area as it is today, the three concepts plans, and the revised plans 1
and 1B. Also included are colored renditions of concept plans # 1 and # 2.

Budget Impact:

There is no immediate budget impact associated with this presentation as the Foundation will pay
for the services from The Land Group. As this project advances, City staff believes it is prudent
to examine the maintenance costs associated with the fountain project.





Regulatory Impact:
There is no immediate regulatory impact associated with this agenda item.

Conclusion:

Staff is requesting for Council input on the designs and to consider the Service Contract with The
Land Group for a cost estimate on the redevelopment of the Main Avenue Fountain Plaza, to be
funded by the TFCF.

Request:

Consideration of an Agreement for Design & Engineering Services with Riedesel Engineering
for an FAA AIP Airport Snow Removal Equipment Bldg.

Background:

The Airport’s FAA sponsored capital construction program for years 2011 & 2012 include the
design, bid, and construction of a new snow removal equipment/maintenance building. The
airport has an existing maintenance facility that is aging and lacks the capacity needed for the
modern fleet of equipment the airport is required to utilize. Construction of a new facility has
been on the airport’s FAA capital improvement list for several years. Depending on available
FAA funding, the airport is looking to design and bid the project by this summer, with
construction straddling the 2011-2012 fiscal years. The estimate for construction of the 16,000 sq
ft bldg is approximately $1,600,000.

The airport advertised an RFQ for engineering services during the summer of 2010 for a service
period lasting up to five years. The consulting engineering firm of Riedesel Engineering, Inc.
was recommended to the City and County by the selection committee from the five engineering
firms that submitted their qualifications and the three that were interviewed. The City Council
and the County Commission concurred with the selection committee recommendation in August
2010.

When FAA AIP projects include design/engineering costs in excess of $100,000, the airport is
required to obtain an independent fee estimate from another engineering firm as a means to help
compare and negotiate service costs. The airport contracted with the Denver based engineering
firm of RS&H (Reynolds, Smith, & Hills) to assist with the independent fee estimate for the
project. Based on a defined scope of work for design, bidding, and engineering construction
services, the independent estimate from RS&H of $314,666.00 was $49,176.00 (15.6%) higher
than Riedesel’s cost proposal of $265,490.00. Riedesel Engineering’s total project hours were
more than RS&H’s by 27%. Hourly labor rates for RS&H are generally higher than Riedesel
Engineering. Riedesel will be sub-contracting the Twin Falls office of Hummel Architecture for
the building design element of the project. Attached is a summary of the Record of Negotiations
which is required by the FAA.

Budget Impact:

The 2011 airport construction fund includes anticipated FAA funds for the projects plus the
locally required 5% matching dollars for FAA grants. The airport is keen to designing a building
with energy efficiencies to help with future operating costs.

Regulatory Impact:

The project will improve the airport’s ability to house and maintain airport equipment. The
airport will develop the facility according to the FAA’s Advisory Circular for design and
construction of airport snow removal equipment facilities.





Conclusion:

After reviewing the proposed contract with the City Engineer, and the Airport Advisory Board,
staff recommends that the City Council approve the contract for design & engineering services
with Riedesel Engineering in the amount of $265,490.00 contingent upon FAA concurrence and

available funding.

DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The project will consist of constructing a Snow Equipment and Materials Storage Building. The
storage building project will consist of site improvements and construction of a Snow Removal
Equipment (SRE) storage building.

The work will be executed with financial assistance from the Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA}, under the Airport Improvement Program (AIP). The FAA 95 percent funding for this
project will be FY 11 monies. The owner will provide the remaining 5%.

Professional services to be provided shall include the planning, design, design survey, electrical,
mechanical, architectural, and geotechnical engineering necessary to accomplish project
formulation, grant administration, site planning, preliminary design, final design, bidding,
construction administration and observation, quality assurance services, control surveying, and
the overall coordination of all phases of the project with the Owner, the State and the FAA.

Project Improvements are more specifically described as follows:

This project will consists of the construction of a 100-foot wide by 170-foot long by 18-foot high
SRE Building tetaling approximately 17,000 square feet. The building will include: offices for
maintenance personnel, lunchroom, mechanical room, two restrooms, (approximately 3,000sf);
maintenance bays including a lifting crane and pit, {approximately 3,000sf); storage for: two
tractors, one wheel loader with two ramp plows, two sanding trucks with attachments, six
support vehicles, and a rotary plow. The building wiill have overhead doors into the maintenance
and equipment storage bays.

The overhead doors into the maintenance bays will be 26 feet wide by 16 feet high and overhead
doors into and equipment storage bays will range int size from 24 feet wide by 16 feet high to 12
feet wide by 12 feet high, depending on the equipment housed in that bay.

As part of this project, utilities, including water, sewer, natural gas, power, and telephone, will be
extended for service to the building. The building design will not need to meet LEEDs
certification; however annual operating costs will need to be evaluated as a part of the design
options. The building will need to be expandable in order to accommodate future use and
growth.

The estimated cost of construction for the building and site improvements is $1,600,000. The
project will be broken into a base bid $1,100,000 with add alternate #1 $250,000 and add
altemate #2 $250,000. The add alternatives will add bays to the building foot print. The
estimated time of construction is 6 months.

(1) Services as required due to changes in the scope of the PROJECT or its design,
inciuding but not limited to, changes in size, complexity, schedule or character of
construction.

{2} Revising studies, reports, design docaments, drawings or specifications which
have previously been approved by the OWNER, er when such revisions are due to causes
beyond the control of the ENGINEER.

{3 Provide services for the OWNER in connection with litigation, arbitration or other
proceedings involving the PROJECT.

{4 Additional services when the PROJECT involves more than (1) Construction
Contract,

{3) Prepare special Change Orders when reguesied by the OWNER, which are not
within the scope of the original PROJECT.

{6 Review the PROJECT prior to expiration of the guarantees period and report
observed discrepancies under guarantees provided by the Construction Contract.

{7} Additional or extended services during construction made necessary by (a} work
damaged by fire or other cause during construction; (b} defective or incomplete woik of
the Contractor; {c) prolongation of the initial Construction Conteact ime beyond the
contract time; {d) acceleration of the work schedule involving services beyond established
office working hours; and (e) the contractor’s default under the Construction Contract due
to delinquency or insolvency.

(&) Provide services for the OWNER in connection with litigation, arbitration or other
proceedings involving the PROJECT.

{17 Provide to the ENGINEER, upon ENGINEER s request, all available criteria,
design and construction standards and full information as to the OWNER's requirements
for the PROJECT and review and approve at appropriate stages the ENGINEER s
selection of PROJECT design criteria, construction standards, and reports,

{2} DPesignate in writing a person authorized to act as the OWNER's contact. The
OWNER or his designated contact shall receive and examine documents submitted by the
ENGINEER, interpret and define the OWNER's policies and render decisions and
authorizations in writing promptly 1o prevent unreasonable delay in the progress of
ENGINEER's services.

(N Furnish the ENGINEER with copies of all known available field data and maps
which pertain 1o any aspect of the PROJECT, including maps, surveys, property
descriptions, borings, soil reports and other available information pertaining to the
ENGINEER s work.

{4 Hold promptly all required special meetings, serve all required public and private
notices, receive and act upen all protests and {ulfil} all requirements necessary in the
development of the PROJECT and pay all costs incidental thereto.

{3 Phase 3 — Final Design, Plans. Specifications

The OWNER shall compensate the ENGINEER for Phase 3, Final Design as
described in Exhibit “A”, on the basis of a lump sum in the amount of Sixty five thousand
four hundred eleven (%65,411.00).

{4) Phase 4 — Bidding

The OWNER shall compensale the ENGINEER for Phase 4, Bidding as described
in Exhibit “A”, on the basis of a lump sum in the amount of Filleen thousand eight
iwendred forty mine dollars {($15,849.00).

(5) Phase 5 — Construction Administration and Observalion
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The OWNER shall compensate the ENGINEER for Phase 5, Construction
Administration and Observation as desciibed in Exhibit “A”, on the basis of a time and
ntaterials payment. OWNER shall reimborse the ENGINEER his incurred costs at the
certified hourly rates in place at the time of the work being performed.

It is further agreed that the cost ceiling established at One hundred four thousand
one hundred thirteen dollars ($104,113.00} under this Phase reflects the ENGINEER s
best estimate of the cost to perform the contract tasks. H, for justifiable reasons, it
appears the cost ceiling will be exceeded by the ENGINEER, the ENGINEER and
OWNER will amend the contract in writing to reflect a new cost ceiling.

3.02  ADDITIONAL SERVICES

The OWNER and ENGINEER further agree that for Additional Services:

{1) The OWNER agrees to compensate the ENGINEER for additional services on the
basis of time and materials payment or on a negotiated amount agreed to by both the
OWNER and ENGINEER. If the OWNER compensales the ENGENEER on the basis of
time and materials payment the OWNER shall reimburse the ENGINEER his incurred
costs at the certified hourly rates in place at the time of the work being performed. The
OWNER shall retmburse the ENGINEER his materials costs at the actual cost plus ien
percenl and sub consultants at cost.

{2) Progress payments shall be made in proportion to services rendered as indicated
within this Agreement and shall be due and owing within thirty {30} days of the
ENGINEER's submittal of his monthly statement. The ENGINEER will work with the
OWNER in an attempt to meet the cash flow requirements of the PROJECT.

{3) If the OWNER fails to make monthly payments due the ENGINEER, the
ENGINEER may, after giving seven (7) days written notice to OWNER, suspend services
under this Agreement.

{4} If the PRCIJECT is delayed or if the ENGINEER s services for the PROJECT are
delayed or suspended for more than three (3) months for reasons beyond the
ENGINEER’s control or beyond the OWNER's control, the ENGINEER or the OWNER,
after giving seven (7) days writlen notice, may terminate this Agreement and the
OWNER shall compensate the ENGINEER in accordance with the termination provision
contained hereafler in this Agreement.

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Upon the request of the OWNER and the acceptance of the constiuction, the ENGINEER
shall furnish the OWNER copies of all maps, plots, drawings, estimate sheets, and other contract
documents required for the PROJECT. Upon the request of the OWNER and 1he completion of
the work specified herein, copies of all material documents, including but not necessarily limited
to the following data, acquired or produced by the ENGINEER in conjunction with the
preparation of the plans, shall be delivered to and become the property of the OWNER providing
no future use of said documents or portions thereof shall be made with the ENGINEER 's name
attached thereto:

{1} Field notes of all surveys, reference ties, and soil investigations.

(2 One (1) set of reproducible record drawings of the construction plans.

{3) A final PROJIECT repori.

{4} A disk of PROJECT drawings for both AutoCAD or PDF formats.

(5 PROJECT Plans or ASCII files submitted to FAA.

Reuse of any of the above said documents by the OWNER on exlensions of this
PROJECT or on any other PROJECT without written permission of the ENGINEER shall be at
the OWNERs risk and the OWNER agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmiess the
ENGINEER from all claims, damages and expenses including attorney’s fees arising out of such

unauthorized reuse of said documents by the OWNER or by others acting through the OWNER.

4.02 DELEGATION OF DUTIES

Neither the OWNER nor the ENGINEER shall delegate, assign, sublet or transfer his
duties under this Agreement without the written consent of the ather,

403 TERMINATION

The OWNER reserves the right (o terminate this Agreement at any time, upon wrilten
notice should any of the following events occur:

(5 Upen the completion of any phase of the Agreemennt.
{2 If the PROJECT is abandoned or indefinitely postponed.
{3) If the ENGINEER s services are, in the judgment of the OWNER, unsatisfactory.

{4} If the ENGINEER fails (o prosecute the work with due diligence or fails (o
complete the work within the time limits specified herein or as subsequently extended.
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Except upon voluntary abandonment of the PROJECT by the ENGINEER, in the event
the OWNER terminates this Agreement, the OWNER shall be obligated to pay the ENGINEER
an amount equal in value to that of the services satisfactorily performed until the time of the
ternination.

4.04 EXTENT OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement represents the entire and integrated agreement between the OWNER and
the ENGINEER and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations or agreements, either
written or oral. This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument signed by both the
OWNER and the ENGINEER.

405 FUNCTIONS OF ON-SITE OBSERVATION PERSONNEL

The on-sile observation personnel will make reasonable eifforts (o guard the OWNER
against defects and deficiencies in the work of the Contractor and to help determine if the
provisions of the Contract Documents are being fultilled. Their day-to-day observation will not,
however, cause the ENGINEER 1o be responsible for those duties and responsibilities which
belong o the construction Contractor and which include, but are not limited to, fulf responsibility
for the techniques and sequences of construction and the safety precautions incidental thereto.
The on-site observation personnel have the power to not accept work if the work is not in
accordance with the Plans and Specifications. A notice of non-acceptance will be submitted in
wriiing addressed (o the Contractor and the OWNER. Rejection of any work will be done by the
OWNER in writing based upon the recommendation of the ENGINEER.

4.06 CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY

Visits to the construction site and observations made by the ENGINEER s design stalf as
part of their services shall not relieve the construction Contractor of his obligation to conduct
comprehensive inspection of the work sufficient to ensure conformance with construction
documents. The Contactor shall not be relieved of his full responsibility for all construction
means, methods, technigues, sequences and procedures necessary for coordination and
completing all portions of the work under the construction contract and for all safety precautions
incidental thereto. Such visits by the ENGINEER s design staff are not to be construed as part of
the observation duties of the on-site observation personnel defined in other parts of the
Agreement,

407 GENERAL
(B Should litigation or arbitration occur between the two parties relating (0 the

provisions of this Agreement, all court costs and reasonable attorney fees incurred by the
prevading party shall be paid by the non-prevailing party.
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(2) Neither party shall hold the other responsible for damages or delay in performance
caused by acts of God, strikes, lockouts, aceidents, or other events beyvond the control of
the other or the other’s enyployees and agents.

(3) In the event any provisions of this agreement shall be held 1o be invalid and
unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall be valid and binding upon the pariies. One
ot more waivers by either party of any provisions, terms, conditions or covenants shall
not be constiued by the other party as a waiver or subsequent breach of the same by (he
ather party.

{4 The ENGINEER has not been retained or compensated to provide design and
construction review services refating to the Conlractor’s safety precautions or to means,
methods, technigues, sequences or procedures required for the Contractor to perforin his
work but not limited to alrcrafl safety precautions, shoring, scaffolding, underpinning,
temporary retaimment of excavations and any erection methods and temporary bracing.

{5) The ENGINEER shall render his services under this Agreement in accordance
with generally accepted professional practices.

The property damage portion will provide for a
limit of not less than Five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00) for all others arising
directly or indirectly out of or in connection with the performance of the work under the
construction contract and in any one (1) occurrence including exploston, collapse or

negligence of the OWNER., the ENGINEER, their consultants, or their officers, agents
and employees.
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RESERVATIONS AND COMPLIANCE

{1) The OWNER and the FAA or any of their daly authorized represeniatives shall
have access to any books, docwments, papers, and all other records which directly pertain
to this PROJECT for the purpose of making audit, examination, exceipts, and transcrip-
tions.

(2} The ENGINEER agrees 1o comply with Federal Executive Qrder No. 11246,
entitled, "Equal Employment Opportunity”, as supplemented in Depariment of Labor

of the Contract Work House and Safety Standards Act (40 USC 327-330) as
supplemented by Department of Labor Reguations (29 CFR, Part 5} if this Agreement
exceeds $2,500; and all applicable standards, orders, and regulations issued puisuant (o
the Clean Air Act of 1970 if this Agreement exceeds $100,000.

{1} The OWNER and ENGINEER each bind themselves, their pariners, successors,
executors, adininistrators, and assigns to the other pariies to this Agreement and to the
successors, executors, administrators and assigns of such other party in respect to all
covenants of this Agreement,

(2} This Agreement shall not be assigned without the written consent of the OWNER.,
(3) It is understood by the OWNER and the ENGINEER that the FAA is not a party
to this Agreement and will not be responsible for engineering costs except as should be

agreed upon by the OWNER and the FAA under a Grant Agreement for the PROJECT.

5.04 CERTIFICATION OF ENGINEER

The OWNER and ENGINEER hereby certify that the ENGINEER has not been required,
directly or indirectly, as an expressed or implied condition in connection with oblaining or
carrying out this contract, to:

{1} Employ or retain, or agree to employ or retain, any firm or persens; or

(2} Pay, or agree o pay, to any firm, persen or organization, any fee, contribution,
donation or consideration of any kind.

505 LIMIT OF LIABILITY

Nolwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, and to the fullest extent
penimitted by law, the total liability, in the aggregate, of ENGINEER and ENGINEER s officers,
directors, partners, employees, agents, and ENGINEER's Consultants, and any of them to
OWNER and anyone claiming by, through, or under OWNER for any and all claims, losses,
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costs, or damages whatsoever arising out of, resuliing from, or in any way related to the Project
or the Agreement for any cause or causes, including but not Hmited to the negligence,
professionat errors or omissions, strict liability or breach of contract, or warranty expressed or
implied of ENGINEER or ENGINEER s officers, directors, pariner, employees, agents or
ENGINEER’s Consultants, or any of them shall not exceed the total amount of $1,000,000.00

506 TITLE VI ASSURANCES

During the performance of this contract, the ENGINEER, for itself, its assignees and
successors in mterest (hereinafter referred to as the "ENGINEER") agrees as follows:

(13 Compliance with Resulations

The ENGINEER shall comply with the Regulations relative to nondiscrimination
in federally assisted programs of the Department of Transportation (hereinafter, "DOT"™}
Tilde 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 21, as they may be amended from time 1o time
(hereinafier referred to as the Regulations), which are herein incorporated by reference
and made a part of this contract.

The Twin Falls Golf Club has been operated by Mike Hamblin under a professional service
agreement. The most recent agreement was signed October 2009.

Mike Hamblin was hired for the golf pro position at the Blue Lake County Club starting
February 1, 2011. Mike Hamblin has agreed to continue to assist with the golf course
management during the transition time until the City is able to negotiate a new professional
service agreement with the successful proposer.

This RFP is similar to the one that the City developed and used 2% years ago. The proposed
RPF has been modified by City’s staff along with contributions from members of the Golf
Advisory Commission. City staff is interested in receiving proposals that will allow for the
maximization of this community asset and accompanying assets; which include a restaurant, full
alcoholic beverage license, club house, driving range, practice putting green and other
assets/facilities.

From the RFP process, the City expects to:

o Keep costs affordable so all the public has the opportunity to play, free of charge access
to the putting and chipping greens;

C. BACKGROUND

Twin Falls Golf Club sits on 116 acres and is located on the west side of Twin Falls, adjacent to
Rock Creek Canyon. The course was originally constructed in 1931 as a 9-hole golf course.
Today, the Twin Falls Golf Club is an 18-hole golf course, with non-lighted driving range,
putting green, chipping area, clubhouse with pro shop and restaurant, two (2) cart storage
facilities, parking lot, and a maintenance shop. Currently, the City of Twin Falls has a cart rental
facilities that can house 44 individually owned carts and can be rented by course patrons and all
revenues collected are remitted to the City “EXHIBIT A,” illustrates the course’s configuration
and layout.

For men, the course is a 5374 yard, par 68, with a rating of 64.1 and a slope of 104. For women,
it is 5002 yard, par 71, with a rating of 68.9 and a slope of 113. Golf facilities include a
clubhouse with restaurant and pro shop.

At the present time there is a single concessionaire under contract to the City for the operation of
the Golf Club. The maintenance of the course is being managed by City personnel. The Twin
Falls Golf Club has operated under a lease agreement since 1998. Prior to 1998, the City’s golf
course was managed directly by the City.

D. MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

In order to be in consideration in the award of the lease for the subject, facility, a proposer must:

1. Have a minimum of five years of total management and operations of a golf course,
preferably one that is public in scope.

2. Proposers shall have sufficient knowledge of:
e golf course operations and management; clubhouse and pro shop operations,
including driving range, golf carts, and restaurant
e general knowledge of course maintenance

3. Possess a credit line to operate the golf course facility, including the restaurant and
clubhouse, and equip the City’s golf course with a minimum of fifty (50) powered carts
(gas or electric acceptable), five (5) pull-carts, and eight (8) sets of rental golf clubs of
varying sizes.

4. Possess a competent record of employment or history of contract service in operation of a
similar golf facility.

5. In the event that a corporation is proposing to operate the course, the corporation must
verify the individual that will be employed as the “manager” will meet or exceed the
above-listed qualification.





E. MINIMUM OPERATING STANDARDS

The proposer will be required to provide a level of operation and service at least equal to other
Magic Valley courses, public or private. The successful proposer shall operate and keep the golf
course facilities open to the public on a daily basis, weather permitting.

F. FEE SCHEDULE

Illustrated below is the fee schedule for the 2011 Golf Season. All applicable taxes are assessed
and are a part of the fee table listed below. Typically, fees for the upcoming season are
evaluated in November.

A longstanding goal of the City is to create affordable recreational programs for its residents.
The City believes there is a direct correlation to the rates assessed and the amount of play that
occurs at the Twin Falls Golf Club. The successful proposer will have the opportunity to
recommend fee adjustments to the City’s Golf Advisory Commission. The Commission’s
recommendation will be forwarded to the City Council for consideration, which will retain the
authority to modify any and all assessed fees and rates.
