Deputy City Manager Pike opened the meeting at 1:30 p.m.  

Deputy City Manager Pike handed out copies of the Resolution and reviewed the intent of the Commission.

Kathie Scott asked how to get items on the agenda.

Deputy City Manager Pike explained that as the membership grows there will be numerus issues and items will be placed on the agenda by the commission leadership.

	Daphane Mallory explained that it is purely an advisory commission.

	Daphane Mallory asked those service providers for feedback from seniors regarding participating on the Commission.

· Eddie Scab Interfaith Care Givers said she reached out to volunteers and they have come to her for help. 
· Jeanet Roe, Twin Falls Senior Center, she said that Senior Citizens need a comfortable environment for them to attend meetings.
· Suzanne McCampbell, Office of Aging said she has not received the information.


1. Transportation for seniors.

Daphane Mallory asked what are the issues surrounding Twin Falls.

Eddie Schab, Interfaith Care Givers commented on the fact that they do not serve just Senior Citizens.  She also said that they do not serve the same people at Trans IV.

Daphane Mallory asked for broad transportation needs.

Eddie Schab, Interfaith Care Givers, said Senior Citizens do not want to wait to go home from a medical appointment.  Interfaith Care Givers are able to wait for them and take them right home.

Laurie Jesky, Linc,  asked if broad transportation issues means non-medical.  

Daphane Mallory said she was thinking of Institutionalized people.

Jeannette Roe, Twin Falls Senior Citizen Center, talked about people that need transportation to go places once they lose their driver’s license. She explained that seniors are concerned about being able to be picked up at home rather than having to go to a bus stop.  There are a lot of limitations for those that do not drive.

Suzanne McCampbell, Office of Aging, said volunteer services struggle with funding and volunteers to take seniors to their appointments. She also is concerned with buses being hard to get in and out of for elderly citizens. They have a need for more funding and more help.

Daphane Mallory asked what the day to day transportation issues are.

Suzanne McCampbell, Office of Aging, said that there is a need for those that have pets that need to take them to the veterinarian. 

Laurie Jesky, Linc, said that Linc has been in the community for 20 years and they have no resources to serve outside of City and funding continues to get cut.  She also said that there is a need for Para-transits.
Jeanette Roe, Senior Citizen Center, said our lives have gotten very busy and people do not have time to transport elderly.  She said there are senior citizens out there that have no social activity because of lack of transportation.  She said that the Senior Center does not have the funding to operate their own transportation system. 

Daphane Mallory asked if funding was not an issue, what would be the #1 solution.

Kathie Scott, Senior Citizen, sees a lot of references to the need for more funding.  She would like to see more information from groups as to what services they provide. She asked how Senior Citizen Advisory Committee can make an impact to get more funding from the City.  How can The Senior Citizen Advisory Committee get a message to the City budgeting for more funding?   She also asked what type of transportation will be in place once we reach the 50,000 population.  

Daphane Mallory asked if funding was not an issue what would be your priority and solution.

Laurie Jeske, Linc, said she felt it would be fixed routes and paratransit.  She said she would like to get a fixed route within 3 to 5 years.

Jeanette Roe, Twin Falls Senior Center, said if they build it, they will come.  Need to start thinking now not later.  We all have same priority need for a fixed route.  

Laurie Jeske, Linc, said it is important to get the word out.  Limited funding hinders us from getting information out.

Kathie Scott, Senior Citizen, said that public service announcements and the City can get information out for free.

Jeanette Roe, Twin Falls Senior Center, said that unless it effects them personally senior citizens do not pay attention.

Laurie Jeske, Linc, agreed with Jeanette Roe.

Daphane Mallory asked about participation from business employees, and volunteers.

Laurie Jeske, Linc, said they apply for several grants and ask businesses for funding, however the rate of return is small.

Jeanette Roe, Twin Falls Senior Center, said having fundraisers helps but you need to personalize them so that senior citizens feel comfortable and welcome.

Daphane Mallory asked if businesses coming into the City would help with transportation for senior citizens.

Deputy City Manager Pike said funding is always an issue.   He said that the City has great media partners and they have been very helpful to get information out. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Deputy City Manager Pike challenged the group to think about how do we work through and find solutions for transportation service and where senior citizens have a disconnect to make a connection.  

Daphane Mallory said that the City needs to let new businesses be aware of the needs seniors have and how they can help.
