Public Hearing Procedures for Zoning Requests

Prior to opening the first Public Hearing of the session, the Mayor shall review the public hearing procedures.

Individuals wishing to testify or speak before the City Council shall wait to be recognized by the Mayor, approach the
microphone/podium, state their name and address, then proceed with their comments. Following their statements,
they shall write their name and address on the record sheet(s) provided by the City Clerk. The City Clerk shall make
an audio recording of the Public Hearing.

The Applicant, or the spokesperson for the Applicant, will make a presentation on the application/request (request).
No changes to the request may be made by the applicant after the publication of the Notice of Public Hearing. The
presentation should include the following:

o A complete explanation and description of the request.

e Why the request is being made.

e Location of the Property.

e Impacts on the surrounding properties and efforts to mitigate those impacts.
Applicant is limited to 15 minutes, unless a written request for additional time is received, at least 72 hours prior to
the hearing, and granted by the Mayor.

A City Staff Report shall summarize the application and history of the request.
¢ The City Council may ask questions of staff or the applicant pertaining to the request.

The general public will then be given the opportunity to provide their testimony regarding the request. The Mayor
may limit public testimony to no less than two minutes per person.

o Five or more individuals, having received personal public notice of the application under consideration, may
select by written petition, a spokesperson. The written petition must be received at least 72 hours prior to
the hearing and must be granted by the mayor. The spokesperson shall be limited to 15 minutes.

o Written comments, including e-mail, shall be either read into the record or displayed to the public on the
overhead projector.

o Following the Public Testimony, the applicant is permitted five (5) minutes to respond to Public Testimony.

Following the Public Testimony and Applicant’s response, the hearing shall continue. The City Council, as
recognized by the Mayor, shall be allowed to question the Applicant, Staff or anyone who has testified. The Mayor
may again establish time limits.
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7. The Mayor shall close the Public Hearing. The City Council shall deliberate on the request. Deliberations and
decisions shall be based upon the information and testimony provided during the Public Hearing. Once the Public

Hearing is closed, additional testimony from the staff, applicant or public is not allowed. Legal or procedural
questions may be directed to the City Attorney.

* Any person not conforming to the above rules may be prohibited from speaking. Persons refusing to comply with such
prohibitions may be asked to leave the hearing and, thereafter removed from the room by order of the Mayor.

Consideration of a request to waive the green fees for the 4™ annual “Twin Falls Golf Club
Fundraiser” for special projects on Saturday July 30", 2011.

Time Estimate:
None — Consent Calendar

Background:

Last year, the City Council authorized the Golf Advisory Commission to host the 3" annual fund
raising golf tournament to benefit the Twin Falls Golf Club. The Council also waived the green
fees for the tournament the previous two years. The tournament has raised over $30,000 the past
three years. Improvements at the course consists of: 1) Renovations of tee boxes #10, 13, 16, &
18; 2) new vanities and sinks in both clubhouse restrooms; 3) the planting of seven trees on the
course; 4) reseed the fairways twice as part of a three year project and; 5) repairs on some of the
cart paths. The Commission and Mike Hamblin dedicated a lot of time and effort to make the
last three years tournaments successful.

The Commission is excited to be working on this year’s tournament and is optimistic about
another success. At their April 13" meeting, the Commission unanimously recommended that
the City Council again waive the green fees for this tournament. Proceeds from this year’s
tournament are to be allocated toward: 1) 3" year of reseeding; 2) rebuild tee boxes #11, 14, &
17; 3) concrete pad for the driving range; and 4) additional work on the cart paths.

The Commission understands that all these projects may not be able to be completed dependent
on the revenue raised from the tournament and will prioritize the projects once the amount of
revenue has been finalized.

On Friday March 11", the Twin Falls Community Foundation Board approved the Commission’s
request to allow the tournament to use the Community Foundation as a funding mechanism for
the tournament. Entry fees and donations channeled through the Foundation will allow sponsors
and/or donors a tax credit for their donations.

Approval Process:

City Code does not contain a defined process to waive fees. It has been the City’s practice to
have the Golf Advisory Commission review these requests and make a recommendation to the
Council for final approval. Last year the City Council requested staff to add these annual green
fees waiver requests to the Consent Calendar.





Budget Impact:

If the Council approves this request, the City will forgo approximately $1,500 to $2,000 in green
fees revenue. The previous three years, an average of 75 people played in this tournament. If
the same number of players sign up for this year, the City would be waiving $1,725 in revenue.
However, the money raised from the tournament will be spent on needed projects at the golf
course thereby reducing the amount of City funds needed to construct the identified
improvements in future budget years.

Regulatory Impact:
None

Conclusion:

The Golf Advisory Commission recommends that the Council approve the request to waive the
green fees for the 4" annual “Twin Falls Golf Club Fundraiser” for Saturday July 30", 2011 and
that the City uses the funds generated from the tournament for rebuilding tee boxes, repairing
cart paths, and install a concrete pad for the driving range.

Amended.

Time Estimate:

Background:

EHM Engineers representing the Ziebarth Subdivision First Amended has submitted a request for the
City to accept payment of fees in lieu of the required park land dedication. The subdivision is located
on the west side of 3300 E (Shoshone Falls road) approximately 1/2 mile south of Falls Avenue East.

There is a net increase of only one (1) household unit since a single family residence recently existed
on the property. Code Section 10-12-3-11 requires a dedication of one acre of land per 100 units
developed within a subdivision for the development of a neighborhood park. Therefore, this
subdivision will require a dedication of 0.01 acre of park land. However, City Code Section 10-12-3-
11(F) states that:

“The city council may, at their discretion, approve and accept cash contributions
in lieu of park land with improvements, which contributions shall be used for
park land acquisition and/or park improvements within the boundaries of the
arterial streets in which the development is located.”

Attached are the preliminary plat and the In Lieu Contribution application. Using the Twin Falls
County Assessor’s 2010 value of land, the price per acre is calculated at $19,599.77 per acre, and
using the in lieu of formula, the in lieu of payment is $513.00.

Currently the closest neighborhood park is Morning Sun, located approximately 1 % mile to the west.
Since the dedication requirement from this subdivision is only .01 acres, staff supports the developer’s
request of an in lieu of contribution.

Approval Process:

City Code 10-12-3-11 provides for the Council to approve a request to pay fees in lieu of park land
dedication. A public hearing is not required. The Code does not require a recommendation from the
Parks & Recreation Commission. However, staff has made it a policy to bring these in-lieu requests to
the Commission for a recommendation. At their April 12" meeting, the Commission unanimously
recommended approval of the request.





Budget Impact:

The developer has submitted the Twin Falls County Assessor’s 2010 value for this property; the land
is valued at $19,599.77 per acre. The value of the land is added to the cost of developing an acre of
park land ($31,700), then multiplied by 0.01 to arrive at an in lieu payment amount of $513.00.

Regulatory Impact:
Approval of this request will allow the applicant to proceed with the development of this property without
park land dedication.

Conclusion:

The Parks & Recreation Commission recommends that the City Council accept the developer’s
request to pay fees in lieu of park land dedication as part of the park ordinance. Staff concurs with the
recommendation.

Staff presentation will take approximately five minutes.
The applicant will be in attendance to field any questions that may arise.

Following the presentation, Staff anticipates some time for questions and answers.

Background:

On April 4, 2011, Mark Rivers submitted the attached Special Events Application regarding his
request to provide a Friday Night Market to be held on Main Avenue North and West each Friday
night from May 6 through October 28, 2011. While Mr. Rivers is still finalizing the event’s
activities, the Market will consist of vendors selling produce, fresh foods, and food-to-go such as
ice cream, sandwiches and finger foods. While at this time the initial Market will not include
alcohol sales, subsequent Markets may include wine tasting and beer sales. Mr. Rivers anticipates
that the Market will include 10 to 20 tents from which a variety of vendors will sell their products,
provide live music and children’s activities.

City Staff met and expressed concerns relative to the electrical requirements of the vendors, the
level of amplified sound, provision of portable restrooms, and the support of the Main Avenue
businesses affected by the event. Mr. Rivers anticipates that no more than four vendors will require
power and will bring generators if necessary. Currently, there is no amplified music planned.
Finally, Mr. Rivers will arrange for portable restrooms and will be contacting each Main Avenue
business regarding the Market.

Given the hours of operation, the audience to which the event will appeal and the absence (at least
initially) of alcohol sales and service, security will be the responsibility of the event’s sponsors and
vendors. If alcohol sales or wine tasting is scheduled for subsequent Friday Night Markets,
identification checks and wristbands will be required of the relevant vendor(s).

Consideration of the Special Events Application submitted by Tara Rueda regarding a Celebration
of Art Festival proposed to begin on Thursday, May 5, 2011, and continue through Saturday, May
7,2011. The event will be held on the empty lot next to Sidewinders at 233 5™ Avenue South. The
festival will commence at 6:00 p.m. and conclude at 9:00 p.m. on Thursday and Friday evenings
and will run from 12:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. on Saturday.

Time Estimate:
Staff presentation will take approximately five minutes.
The applicant will be in attendance to field any questions that may arise.

Following the presentation, Staff anticipates some time for questions and answers.

Background:

On March 30, 2011, Tara Rueda submitted a Special Events Application for consideration of a
Celebration of Art Festival that initially was to span nine days. Due to weather conditions and other
considerations, Ms. Rueda revised the schedule on April 14, 2011, to include only three days of
festivities with a Cinco de Mayo celebration on Thursday evening, live band music on Friday
evening, and local school bands and kids’ activities on Saturday. Ms. Rueda is participating in the
Art Guild of Magic Valley’s Magic Valley Has Art 2011 contest by creating a mosaic composed of
recycled materials on the southeast wall of the Sidewinder Building. In that each participant’s
artwork is judged and voted on by the community, Ms. Rueda planned the events of the festival in
order to draw more people to the downtown area to participate and judge the mosaic. It is also Ms.
Rueda’s hope that, by using recycled materials, she will spark the community’s awareness of the
importance of recycling and conservation.

Zoning Map Amendment: The Commission, prior to recommending a Zoning Map Amendment that is in
accordance with a comprehensive plan to the Council, shall conduct at least one public hearing in which interested
persons shall have an opportunity to be heard. At least fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing, notice of time and
place and the amendment shall be published in the official newspaper or paper of general circulation within the
jurisdiction of this City. Additional notice shall be provided by mail to property owners and residents within the
land being considered; three hundred feet (300') of the external boundaries of the land being considered; and any
additional area that may be impacted by the proposed change as determined by the Zoning Administrator.

As per TF City Code: 10-14-6: APPROVAL OR DENIAL OF AMENDMENT:

Within sixty (60) days from the receipt of the proposed amendment, the Commission shall transmit its recommendation to
the Council. The Commission may recommend that the amendment be granted as requested, or it may recommend a
modification of the amendment requested, or it may recommend that the amendment be denied. The Commission shall
ensure that any favorable recommendations for amendments are in accordance with a comprehensive plan and established
goals and objectives. (ord. 2012, 7-6-1981)
As per TF City Code: 10-14-7: ACTION BY COUNCIL:
The Council, prior to adopting, revising or rejecting the amendment to this Title as recommended by the Commission shall
conduct at least one public hearing using the same notice and hearing procedures as the Commission. Following the Council
hearing, if said Council makes a material change from what was presented at the public hearing, further notice and hearing
shall be provided before the Council adopts the amendment.
Upon granting or denying an application to amend this Title, the Council shall specify:
(A) The regulations and standards used in evaluating the application.
(B) The reasons for approval or denial.
(C) The actions, if any, that the applicant could take to obtain a permit.

In the event the Council shall approve an amendment, such amendment shall thereafter be made a part of this Title
upon the preparation and passage of an ordinance. (Ord. 2012, 7-6-1981)





Budget Impact:
Approval may impact the City budget as non-residential property is assessed at a higher value than residential property.

Regulatory Impact:
Approval will allow the applicant to develop the property in compliance with R-4 PRO land use regulations and property
development standards.
History:
In 2010 there was a permit issued for a residential remodel which included some plumbing and electrical work.
A Residential Certificate of Occupancy was issued on July 6, 2010. In September 2010 the P&Z Dept received
a complaint the residence was operating a professional office.

Analysis:

This is a request for Zoning District Change and Zoning Map Amendment from an R-4 residential zoning
designation to R-4 PRO, residential with a professional office overlay, for property located at 120 10"
Avenue East. The property currently is classified as a single family home and the applicant is
requesting a zoning district change to allow the property to be converted and used as a professional
office.

The property is adjacent to the R-4 PRO zoning district on its northwest property line and is therefore
able to request a zoning change to R-4 PRO. The properties surrounding the existing residence both
to the north, south and east are single family residences that are residentially zoned. The property to
the west is part of the First Baptist Church and is zone R-4 PRO.

When reviewing a request for a zoning district change there are two (2) specific guidelines:
(A) evaluate the request to determine the extent and nature of the amendment requested;
(B) determine if the request is in compliance with the Comprehensive Plan

The extent and nature of the request is to change the residential use of a specific property to allow for
professional office use.

The purpose statement of the Professional Office Overlay District is to “provide for professional office
uses along or near specifically designated major arterials where increased traffic has
impacted residential uses.” (§10-4-18.1)

If this request is approved the only uses that would be outright allowed are the uses permitted in the R-4
Residential District. Any other uses would require a Special Use Permit process and those uses are
limited to service-based businesses such as employment, financial, professional, and medical offices.

The property development standards of the professional office overlay zone are intended to provide for
landscaping and screening fence between the professional use and residential property. The
standards of the zone are to protect adjacent residential neighbors and residential areas from
commercial encroachment. The nature of the request is in conformance with a professional office
overlay use, however, it could be considered an encroachment into the residential neighborhood as
there is no professional uses within the block and therefore this request may not be consistent with
the “Purpose” of the professional office overlay zone as the access is within the block and not on the
arterial streets; Shoshone St or Blue Lakes Boulevard.

The extent of this rezone request is a concern as existing properties with the professional overlay are
generally on properties with direct access to Shoshone Street and/or Blue Lakes Blvd. If the request
is approved this property would be accessing the property from 10" Avenue East — which is
encroaching into the residential neighborhood. Shoshone St & Blue Lakes have professional and
commercial uses however this would be an encroachment into the residential area.





The Comprehensive Plan designates this area as “Town Site” on the Future Land Use Map.

While the description is directed more towards the downtown corridor of Shoshone St & Main Ave areas
it does support redevelopment and includes professional and office uses as being appropriate as a
vibrant part of the Town Site neighborhood. The proposed zoning district change is in conformance
with the Comprehensive Plan.

UPON CONCLUSION:

On March 22, 2011 the Commission unanimously recommended denial of the request subject to the
following concerns: The Commission determined that the extent and nature of changing the zoning of
this property from R-4 TO R-4 PRO was not in conformance with the purpose of the professional office
overlay in that it would not be harmonious with the surrounding residential neighborhood and would

detract from the surrounding residential area.

This property is adjacent to the R-4 PRO Zoning District on its westerly property line and is therefore able to request a zoning
change to R-4 PRO. The property is surrounded by residential properties to the north and east with the south and west sides
adjacent to the First Baptist Church.

In reviewing a request for a Zoning District Change and Zoning Map Amendment the Commission has
two (2) main tasks:
* to determine whether the request is in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan the
Comprehensive Plan's Future Land Use Map 2-4 designates this area as “Townsite”.
* toevaluate the request to determine the extent and nature of the amendment being requested.

This land use designation was established in February 2009 —by adoption of the current Comprehensive Plan. At this time there
is not a “Townsite” zoning district. The Comprehensive Plan designates this area as “town site” on the Future Land Use Map.
The townsite area is described as follows:

‘the greater downtown area should encourage new development that recognizes existing uses and patterns,
while allowing for positive redevelopment opportunities. The types of uses which are envisioned are broad,
including high density residential, commercial, hotels and hospitality uses, professional and office uses, mixed
use, cottage industries, and craftsman-type developments.”

While the description is directed more towards the downtown corridor it does support redevelopment and includes professional
and office uses as being appropriate as a vibrant part of the townsite neighborhood.

The extent and nature of this request is to change the residential use of this property to aflow for professional office use of this
property.
City code (§10-4-18.1) states the purpose of the Professional Office Overlay District is to “provide for professional office uses
along or near specifically designated major arterials where increased traffic has impacted residential uses.”

The uses that would be outright allowed are only the uses permitted in the R-4 residential zone. Other uses such as medical
offices, commercial day care facilities and service-based businesses such as banks, title companies, real estate offices,
accountant offices and professional services would only be allowed upon approval of a special use permit.
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While the nature of the request is in conformance with the professional office overlay uses the extent of this Zoning District
Change request is a concern as the Professional Office Overlay is generally on properties with direct access to Shoshone
Street, Addison Ave or Blue Lakes Boulevard. This potential professional office would be accessing the property from 10th
Avenue East. The street has had professional and commercial uses surrounding it and this would be a further encroachment
into the established residential area. However this property is already adjacent to a large parking lot and is affected by the
adjacent non-residential uses and may be appropriate for conversion to a non-residential use.

If this request is approved conversion of this residential property to a professional office shall require approval through the
special use permit process.

Zoning & Development Manger Carraway stated upon conclusion if the Commission determines that the request is in
conformance with the Comprehensive Plan and the extent and nature of changing the zoning of this property from R-4 to R-4
PRO would be harmonious and would not detract from the surrounding area then staff recommends the Commission
recommend approval of this request, as presented, to the City Council.

PUBLIC HEARING: OPENED

o Dixie Garrett, , stated her concern is an increase of traffic. The business already exists. The church parking lot is
adjacent to the home and the home does not have direct access. One employee parks there. On Shoshone Street
1002 the home faces Shoshone and was turned into a business. The customers park on the street. And there is a
concern with the lack of parking because all of the customers. Suite A, on the sign indicates a plan for another suite. If
he decides to sale the property this change is to the property. She doesn't understand why Mr. Blades wants to come
into a strictly residential area, there are tons of other places on the mains streets around town that are for sale or lease.
She also has concerns with Mr. Blades plan to have a sign posted in the front yard as well as safety concern by bringing
strangers into the neighborhood because of a business.

PUBLIC HEARING: CLOSED
CLOSING STATEMENTS:

Mr. Blades, stated he bought the property because of its affordability and it has been remodeled. He stated that he sent out
letters to the addresses within a 300 radius and eight of those were businesses in that area. Parking is not an issue and there
are other businesses along that street.

DELIBERATIONS:

o Commissioner Bohrn believes this area is purely residential.
e Commissioner Devore stated it is purely residential.
o Commissioner lhler stated there are designated streets for professional offices in the plan

and there is a reason for that, he can't support this request.
MOTION:
Commissioner Mikesell made a motion to recommend approval of this request to the City Council, as presented,
Commissioner Schouten seconded the motion. Roll call voted showed all members present voted against the
motion. The motion was unanimously denied.

Approval of this request will allow the applicant to
proceed with development of the property as approved.

History:
The Northview Apartments on the corner of North College Road and Washington Street North were annexed in 1973.
In late 1979 applications were submitted for annexation and a rezone of some surrounding property to an R-6 PUD
to expand the apartment development. The applications were withdrawn before going to City Council.

A Preliminary PUD Presentation on this request was held before the Planning and Zoning Commission on April 8,
2008 and on May 19, 2008 the City Council approved the request. On June 16, 2008 the Council approved
Ordinance #2941 annexing the property on the north side of the 100 to 400 blocks of North College Road for
the College of Southern Idaho and zoning to CSI PUD. The following conditions were placed on the
annexation/PUD: 1) Subject to amendments as required by Building, Engineering, Fire, and Zoning Officials to
ensure compliance with all applicable City code requirements and standards; 2) Subject to arterial and collector
streets adjacent and within the property being rebuilt or built to current City standards upon development of
the property; 3) Subject to the approved PUD Agreement to include: a. Development criteria including a
“Height” section that indicates that the height of development within the project may be a maximum thirty-
seven feet (37’) tall; b. Development criteria regarding utility/infrastructure; 4) Subject to the attached exhibit
titled “CSI Phase 1” being adopted as the approved Master Development Plan. Any future phase of
development will require an amendment to the PUD and the Master Development Plan.

On December 16, 2008 the Commission approved Special Use Permit #1127 for PMT to place a utility owned
structure on the CSI property.

On July 16, 2009 a Conveyance Plat for the 60 acres of North Campus north of North College Road was recorded.
On August 26, 2009 The College of Southern Idaho — North Campus Planned Unit Development Agreement was
recorded.

Analysis:

This is a request for a Zoning District Change and Zoning Map Amendment from R-2 and R-4 to CSI PUD for
365.89 (+/-) acres to allow for college related uses and future expansions on property located east of the 900
to 1500 blocks of Washington Street North, south of the 100 thru 600 blocks of Cheney Drive West extended,
west of the 1100 thru 1200 blocks of Lincoln Street and north of the 100 thru 600 blocks of Falls Avenue.

The property is currently being used for college related uses and agricultural farmland. The purpose of the CSI
zone is stated as follows:

This District is intended to promote development which will serve or complement the
College of Southern Idaho while allowing for a mixture of land uses in a unified
environment planned and approved through the PUD process.

The proposal for the site consists of allowing for college related uses and future expansions. The Master
Development Plan indicates that the property will be developed in phases. The applicant is requesting a
revision to College of Southern Idaho — North Campus Planned Unit Development Agreement recorded August
26, 2009. The proposed Zoning District Change and Zoning Map Amendment from R-2 and R-4 to CSI PUD
consists of both the north and south campuses. The terms and conditions of the original PUD Agreement will
stay intact.

Staff noticed that Exhibit #5 identifies a specific area for “wind”. Staff is unclear as to whether this is a proposed
location for alternative wind energy education equipment and/or classrooms. The Council may wish to ask for
clarification from the applicant.

The first phase of the proposed College of Southern Idaho Planned Unit Development Agreement would include
the construction of apartment buildings south of Renaissance Subdivision and west of Lincoln Street. The
apartments constructed in this phase of the proposed project with consist of 40 units. The units would be one
(1) to two (2) bedroom apartments. The proposed apartments will be constructed on the west side of this
property. They wish to have two accesses off Fillmore Street. They are proposing a walk path from the
apartment buildings to the College campus.

The second phase of the proposed College of Southern ldaho Planned Unit Development Agreement would
include the construction of the remaining apartment buildings as need is established and funding is obtained.
The proposed second phase would also consist of 40 one (1) to two (2) bedroom apartments. Phase two will
include one ingress and egress off Lincoln Street.

A few possible impacts to the existing neighbors would be increased traffic, lights from the increased traffic and
noise. The Council may wish to include a condition that the college construct a solid sight obscuring fence and
landscaping along the southern boundary of the proposed apartment complex to buffer the lights of vehicles
and any additional noise created by apartment living.

A preliminary presentation on the PUD was held with the Planning and Zoning commission on March 8, 2011. The
applicant’s representative, Mr. Mike Mason, presented the request and information on the proposed
development. The Commission had some questions in relation to the construction of Fillmore Street and
access to the apartments. Staff recommended access off Fillmore Street be completed with Phase one.

The Comprehensive Plan designates this area as CS| District. This designation is appropriate for the requested
zoning and development as proposed in the draft PUD agreement and Master Development Plan.

The public hearing was held on March 22, 2011. There were several neighbors from the adjacent neighborhood to

the south that expressed concerns with the proposal of the apartments. Their concerns dealt with
additional traffic impacts on Lincoln and North College Road, lights from the 2-story apartments, vehicles
lights, noise, and security to the neighborhood.

The Commission unanimously recommended denial to the City Council based upon their determination the plan,

as presented, would not be in the best interest of and would negatively impact the existing neighborhood.
The Commission stated they felt that there are other locations on the CSI campus that would be more
appropriate for this use.
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If the City Council finds the CSI PUD zoning designation appropriate, as presented, staff recommends that approval
should be subject to the following conditions:

1. Subject to amendments as required by building, engineering, fire and zoning officials to ensure
compliance with all applicable City Code requirements and Standards.

2. Subject to Fillmore Street being constructed during Phase One construction of the apartments.

3. Subject to a recorded PUD Agreement prior to any further development on campus.

The attached letter is from Renee Caraway and the City of Twin Falls notifying you of the
College of Southern Idaho’s request to change the zoning for the entire campus and of hearing
dates for the proposal. The main campus at 314 Falls Avenue is currently zoned R-2. The 6.41
acres contiguous to the campus on the east side (due south of the Renaissance) are zoned R-4.
The area north of North College Road was zoned with a Planned Unit Development approved by
the City of Twin Falls prior to the construction of the new Health Science and Human Services
Building.

The College of Southern Idaho's intent is to get the entire campus properly zoned under
a CSI PUD Zone that would allow us to continue to operate the wide range of programs
currently in existence at CSI. The overall impact of the zoning change on the campus will he
minimal with the exception of the 6.41 acres east of the campus. In changing this from R-4 to
the CSl Zone, it would allow us to construct student apartment housing on the property.

Our intent is to construct a 40 unit apartment complex on the 6.41 acre parcel. This
complex would have vehicle access via Lincoln Street but pedestrian access directly to campus.
At some undetermined time in the future, if a need is demonstrated, a second apartment
complex may be developed on the west portion of the property.

The first attachment, Exhibit 1, is an overview of the area to be re-zoned. All of the area
inside of the red lines will be included in the zoning request. The second attachment, Exhihit 6,
is a preliminary schematic of the proposed student housing development.

C4A. The main campus of the College of Southern Idaho is currently zoned R-4 and the college is not in
compliance with City zoning codes. The existing CS| PUD College Zone applies only to the college
property located north of North College Road.

The College of Southern Idaho respectfully requests the expansion of the existing zoning district
entitled “CSIPUD Zone” to cover the existing properties of College of Southern Idaho and the College of
Southern Idaho Dormitory Housing Commission. These properties are adjacent to each other and the
main campus at 315 Falls Avenue.

C4B.i. The proposed zoning change will be in compliance with the Comprehensive Plan. The activities
of the college have been taken inta consideration in the City planning processes. The zoning change will
allow the City to validate current use of the property.

We do not oppose CSI having their own PUD zone to cover all of their campus,
but we do feel this is the time to have the following recommendations acted upon.

1. As part of the Poleline Road project, the state worked with the city to plan and build intersections at
Harrison on the half mile and at the unnamed street on the quarter mile. Both of these streets need to extend
through the growing campus and line up with existing roads in order to accommodate the additional traffic
from the 8000+ students presently using the campus and the greater enrollment expected in the future.
Because of the ever growing size of the campus and the resulting increase in fraffic, it is not reasonable to keep
the campus free of street traffic. It is time the alignment of these roads be planned so that the street system can
safely and efficiently accommodate traffic and keep it moving in this very busy part of town.

2 No wind turbines should be allowed in the new CS! PUD Zone.
A wind turbine within the city will create several objectionable effects.
* Noise - A “wump” noise as each blade passes.
*  Static electricity - Builds up in the area of the wind turbine.
*  Shadowing - An annoying decrease in ambient light every few seconds as blade’s shadow passes over
a building’s windows.

When | initially learned of this request | submitted a letter to President Beck, in
behalf of Renaissance Office Park requesting at a minimum a six foot split block
fence, along our common border, be constructed. | have yet to receive a
response. After subsequently seeing CSI?s intended method of developing this
property | am writing to respectfully request your denial of a zoning change, for
this portion of property. |, and many others, share the opinion that CSl
administration should have approached the need for additional student housing
differently. There are much better locations for student housing on the remaining
370 acres which the college owns.

Sole egress and ingress for this proposed development would flow through what is
already recognized by the community as a severely congested and dangerous
intersection, at North College and Fillmore Street. Numerous accidents have
occurred at this intersection and | believe many of you have heard concerns about
this intersection.

It appears that siting this project in this location is based solely on what is the most
economically expedient, in the short term, rather than thoughtfully considering
near and long term safety concerns of the students and adverse traffic impacts to
the community at large.





Additionally, placing this housing at a campus location more capable of helping to
promote the resident students sense of community and belonging, to the college,
and which would be more accessible between class schedules is a better approach.

The College of Southern Idaho has and continues to be integrally instrumental in
the economic growth of our region.

APPLICANT PRESENTATION:

Mike Mason, Vice President of Administration for the CS|, stated they are requesting a Zoning District Change &
Zoning Map Amendment. The main campus of the CSl is currently zoned R-2 and is not in compliance with
existing zoning codes. The existing PUD only applies to the college property located north of North College Road.
The College of Southern Idaho is requesting an expansion of the existing CSI PUD zone to cover the existing
College of Southern Idaho Campus and CSI dormitory housing property. The properties are adjacent to each
other and are located at 315 Falls Avenue. This request also incorporates the 6.41 acres south of the
Renaissance Professional Subdivision with plans to construct an apartment complex at the west end of the
property consisting of (20) one bedroom apartments & (20) two bedroom apartments. Vehicle access to this
property will only be from Fillmore Street with a 10 ft wide lighted path that leads back to the college for
pedestrian traffic, the eastern portion will remain undeveloped. When the Renaissance Subdivision was
constructed a right of way agreement was made to allow for the continuation of Fillmore Street. The buildings will
be approximately 25 ft in height with a brick fascia and metal siding similar to other buildings around the campus.
The completed project will consist of two phases with another complex built on the east end of the property with
vehicle access coming from Lincoln Street. There have been several concems raised regarding this project that
he would like to address.

1. What will be the occupancy allowed for the apartments. Federal Fair Housing Act allows for two

people per bedroom.

2. Concerns with noise; the apartments are constructed so that the entrances to the apartments are on
the inside walls of the complex and the complex is located approximately 60 ft from the property
line.

Location of the parking lot; the spaces will be from12 to 20 ft from the property line.

Concerns with lighting; the lighting will comply with all City Codes and directives.

Concems with fencing; there will be a fence constructed along the property line adjacent to the

residential area.

6. Concemns with animal; pets are not allowed

7. Number of parking space; there will be 2 parking space per unit as per City Code two for the office
manager and one for the maintenance person; with a total of 83 spaces.

STAFF PRESENTATION:

Zoning & Development Manager Carraway reviewed the exhibits on the overhead and stated this is a request for
a zoning district change and zoning map amendment from R-2 and R-4 to CSI PUD for 366 (+/-) acres . The
proposal consists of allowing college related uses and future expansions on properties owned by the College of
Southern Idaho.

The Master Development Plan shows that a majority of the property is developed while the remaining
undeveloped property will be developed in phases. In August 2009 the College of Southern [daho North Campus
Planned Unit Development Agreement, consisting of 70 +/- acres located north of the existing college campus on
the north side of North College Road, was recorded. This PUD annexed and allowed for expansion of the north
CSl campus phase 1 has been developed with the new Health Sciences & Human Services Building.
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The proposed zoning district change and zoning map amendment from R-2 and R-4 to CSI PUD consists of both
the north and south campuses. The terms and conditions of the North Campus Planned Unit Development
Agreement will stay intact,

As you have just heard the first phase of the proposed CSI PUD would include the development of a student
apartment complex located on the undeveloped 6.5 +/- acre site south of the Renaissance Office Park
Subdivision west of Lincoln Street and east of Fillmore Street, extended

This property has been owned by the college since it was donated by Roy Raymond in 1994.

The apartments constructed in this phase will consist of 40 units and will include 2 story buildings with one (1) to
two (2) bedroom apartments. The proposed apartments will be constructed on the west side of this property with
two accesses off Fillmore Street.

They are proposing a walking path from the apartment buildings to the college campus.

The second phase would include the development of the remaining apartment buildings as need is established
and funding is obtained. The proposed second phase would also consist of 2 story buildings with one (1) to three
(3) bedroom apartments. Phase two will also include one ingress / egress off Lincoln Street.

Potential impacts to the existing neighbors could be increased traffic, glare from the vehicle lights and noise.

The Commission may wish to include a condition that the college construct a solid sight obscuring fence and
landscaping along the southern boundary of the proposed apartment complex to buffer the lights of vehicles and
may reduce potential noise levels.

You have in your packets a letter submitted from the adjacent property owner to the north. He is concerned there
may be similar impacts to the existing Professinal Office Complex and is asking for the Commission to consider
placing a condition that CSI construct a similar fence along the north side of the property.

A preliminary presentation on the PUD request was held with the Planning And Zoning Commission on March 8,
2011. The applicant's representative, Mr. Mike Mason, presented the request and information on the proposed
development. The commission expressed some concerns regarding the increased traffic impacts to Lincoln and
Fillmore streets and the proposed ingress/egress off Lincoln to the apartments. Due to these concems the
applicant submitted revised exhibits which show phase 1 being developed on the west portion of the property with
access off Fillmore Street.

Zoning & Development Manage Caraway stated that upon conclusion should the Commission finds the CSI PUD

zoning designation and the Master Development Plan, as presented, as appropriate, staff recommends that the

Commission recommend to the City Council that they approve this PUD, as presented, subject to the following

conditions:

1. Subject to Fillmore Street being constructed during phase one construction of the apartments, as shown in
exhibits 6, 6a 7 & 8 (submitted 03-16-2011).

2. Subject to a recorded PUD agreement prior to any further development of the property.

3. Subject to amendments as required by Building, Engineering, Fire and Zoning Officials to ensure compliance
with all applicable City Code requirements and standards.

PUBLIC HEARING: OPENED

e Linda Fleming appointed by the community regarding the acreage just south of Renaissance and North of the
Green Acre subdivision originally zoned R-2. This property failed to be rezone in 1980. A zoning change
occurred in 1984 from R-2 to R-4 with a Professional Overlay. Rezoning this property again would not be in
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the best interest of the community and would further decrease investment at Green Acre Subdivision. The

neighbors are concemed with the compatibility of the surrounding area. This plan does not feel compatible

with the R-2 zoning. They feel rezoning this property will have a negative on the community and property
values will decrease. There is a concern that there will be privacy infringements and that the density is not
consistent with the community. Trespassing is a possibility with the fence ending at the project and the
added heights of the building will allow a view into the home windows. This project will add more traffic at all
hours, more light pollution, and possibly more crime. Student behavior patterns and infractions of rules and
regulations will impact the surrounding neighborhood as well. Use of alcohol buy the students will endanger
children on Lincoln Street and students walkers. There are no sidewalks and the path to phase one is going
to made through the field. It already happens now with people trying to get to the 2nd half to the

Renaissance Center. There are major safety concerns, concerns with noise pollution and if this is approved,

the community is looking to make sure:

Density stays low,

Privacy issues are addressed

Minimize the building height to two stories

Increase the setbacks to the property to 30’

Have the plan flip with the parking repositioned.

Fencing 8’ tall 12" thick masonry be installed along the southside

Shrubbery 30-45% ration 12" high to reduce noise and light pollution

Safety concerns be managed with on-site security, speed limit signs, possibly 4 way stop at Green

Acres.

In closing the neighborhood feels the community would be better served if this was used for a different
purpose.

» Dr. Kack, property owner, in the Renaissance Subdivision, stated his concem is the significant change
presented in phase 2. Preliminary use of the 6.14 acres and the traffic on Fillmore is a concern and an
increase in traffic accidents. He also requesting a wall between the office buildings and proposed
development.

e Helen Doherty , 1091 Lincoln Street North, noticed on the water bill “people serving people”. If this is
approved this will not serve the residents. She spoke against the request.

e Jim Fleming , 1090 Pinewood Circle, spoke against the request. He has an investment in his home and with
this requested zoning change the family oriented neighborhood will suffer. Concern is that the dramatic
impact will cause a decline in home value and the Green Acres Subdivision consisting of 82 will become a
ghost neighborhood. CSI has 365 acres, 74 current acres zoned PUD, north of College Road, which would
provide a better area for this type of complex.

e Rod Huber, 1099 Pinewood Circle stated there is a light pole in back window 20 to 25' away. This
community is a quiet secluded community. CSI will not have an adverse affected with this zoning changes,
the land was donated and CSI has had many offers for the land for substantial amounts of money, that could
have impacted the neighborhood more.

e Cheryl Johnson, 1098 Cedar Wood Circle, one of the three homes sets north and south. The two stories is a
concem and having the lights coming into the windows from the parking area is also a concern. A decorative
fence made of stone would be good. She also has concerns related as to the amount of buildings the
parking lot and problems with drainage. There are activities that go on at the Moose Lodge that generates
additional traffic in this area already and she would also like to reiterate that at one point there will be an
extreme amount of traffic on Lincoln with no sidewalks. She asked for the city to put in sidewalks.

e Garrett Ballard, 706 Green Acre Drive, stated his concern is increased traffic. He spoke against the request.
He asked when Fillmore will connect with Falls?

e Mary Ann Wiseman, 1099 Cedar Wood Circle, stated her concerns and asked if a Feasibility Study had been
done and stated she is also concerned with the increased traffic.

e Jane Tyler, 1097 Pinewood, spoke against the request. She stated currently the water drainage ponds drain
into the cul-de- sac and the water goes into neighbor's garages.

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e Linda Wills, 2011 Oakwood Drive, stated CSI's need to show plans to build the two streets and run them
through CSI property.

o Christy Williams, 1198 Mountain View Drive, in reading through the proposal submitted by the CSI she has
questions/concerning the windmills. Usage A-1 and A-4; usage listed is windmills not exceeding the
maximum blade height of 120 ft she would like to know where the windmills will be located.

e Connie Schaniel , 1063 Lincoln Street, stated traffic is already intense in this area.

e Chairman Bohrn stated the height of the windmill will not exceed 120 ft.

PUBLIC HEARING: CLOSED

CLOSING STATEMENTS:

Mr. Mason stated the height of the windmills is restricted in the PUD and prohibits adding any structures north of
the area. They currently have a few windmills that are approximately 60 ft in height and are used for educational
purposes. Eventually they will be connected to the grid as part of the grant they received to build them along with
the addition of a wind energy building. Eventually the Northview Apartments will go away they probably only
have another 10 years. He stated that he does understand the neighbors’ concerns and they will do what they can
to mitigate the problems.

DELIBERATIONS:

o Commissioner Mikesell stated that the plan will disrupt families lives because they want to accommodate
temporary students and it does not make any sense and there is no logic to the plan.

e Commissioner Cope stated the logical spot seems to be North College by look at the map and of all places to
put housing this plan does not agree or fit this location.

e Commissioner Bohrn understands the logic according to the master plan because there is absolutely no
place for housing because it will be taken up with academic buildings but as far as housing there are other
areas to place housing. He understands they want to utilize this property.

MOTION:
Commissioner Cope made a motion to recommend approval of this request, as presented, with staff
recommendations. Commissioner Ihler seconded the motion. All members present voted against the motion.
