The City Clerk shall make 
an audio recording of the Public Hearing. 


3. The Applicant, or the spokesperson for the Applicant, will make a presentation on the application/request (request).  
No changes to the request may be made by the applicant after the publication of the Notice of Public Hearing.  The 
presentation should include the following: 


• A complete explanation and description of the request. 
• Why the request is being made. 
• Location of the Property. 
• Impacts on the surrounding properties and efforts to mitigate those impacts. 


Applicant is limited to 15 minutes, unless a written request for additional time is received, at least 72 hours prior to 
the hearing, and granted by the Mayor. 


4. A City Staff Report shall summarize the application and history of the request. 
• The City Council may ask questions of staff or the applicant pertaining to the request. 


5. The general public will then be given the opportunity to provide their testimony regarding the request.  The Mayor 
may limit public testimony to no less than two minutes per person. 


• Five or more individuals, having received personal public notice of the application under consideration, may 
select by written petition, a spokesperson.  The written petition must be received at least 72 hours prior to 
the hearing and must be granted by the mayor.  The spokesperson shall be limited to 15 minutes.   


• Written comments, including e-mail, shall be either read into the record or displayed to the public on the 
overhead projector. 


• Following the Public Testimony, the applicant is permitted five (5) minutes to respond to Public Testimony. 
 


6. Following the Public Testimony and Applicant’s response, the hearing shall continue.  The City Council, as 
recognized by the Mayor, shall be allowed to question the Applicant, Staff or anyone who has testified.  The Mayor 
may again establish time limits. 


7. The Mayor shall close the Public Hearing.  The City Council shall deliberate on the request.  Deliberations and 
decisions shall be based upon the information and testimony provided during the Public Hearing.  Once the Public 
Hearing is closed, additional testimony from the staff, applicant or public is not allowed.  Legal or procedural 
questions may be directed to the City Attorney. 


* Any person not conforming to the above rules may be prohibited from speaking.  Persons refusing to comply with such 
prohibitions may be asked to leave the hearing and, thereafter removed from the room by order of the Mayor.

TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT


THIS INDENTURE, effective this _________ day of __________________,201 1,
by the undersigned, Roger Wagner, who maintains a mailing address of 2018 Rancho
Vista Dr., Twin Falls, ID. 83301 hereafter referred to as “GRANTOR” for the benefit of
the City of Twin Falls, a municipal corporation of the State of Idaho that maintains a
mailing address of 321 211(1 Ave. East, Twin Falls, ID, 83301, hereafter referred to as
“GRANTEE”;


WITNESSETH:


FOR VALUE RECEIVED, and for the term and uses and on the terms and
conditions hereinafter set forth, GRANTOR does hereby grant to the GRANTEE a
temporary construction easement (the “EASEMENT”) under, over, through and across
that certain real property owned by GRANTOR situated in the COUNTY OF TWIN
FALLS, STATE OF IDAHO more particularly described or depicted on Exhibit “A”
attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof (the “Servient Estate”).


This grant is made on the following terms:


1. Authorized Uses by GRANTEE. The GRANTEE’s use of the Easement granted
herein shall be in connection with the construction of a 24” water main on adjoining and
abutting property owned by GRANTEE (the “Dominant Estate”), for access and egress for
equipment and vehicles, for construction, excavation, storage of earth and other materials
thereon, for surveying, and for all other reasonable uses that are necessary, advisable or
convenient to GRANTEE in connection with such water construction and improvement,
and for ingress and egress to and from the Dominant Estate.


2. Use by Others Under GRANTEE. The GRANTEE’s right to so use the Servient
Estate during the term of the Easement shall extend to use by GRANTEE’s
Commissioners, employees, contractors and agents.


3. Term This Easement shall be for a term commencing on the date of the
GRANTOR’s execution of this Indenture and terminate upon the completion of the 24”
water main extension project construction on the Dominant Estate, or November 30,
2011, whichever come first. On the expiration of the term of this Easement, the rights
and privileges granted to GRANTEE hereunder shall cease and terminate and this
Easement shall be null and void and of no further force and effect.


4. Indemnification. GRANTEE hereby indemnifies and holds GRANTOR harmless
from and against any and all loss, injury, death and damage, and attorneys’ fees and
costs that might be incurred by GRANTOR in defending any such claim, that shall result
from the use of the Servient Estate by GRANTEE, its Commissioners, employees
contractors and agents, hereunder.

Background: 
On Friday the 3rd of June 2011 the bid documents received by the City for the Eastland-4th


 


 to Elizabeth Construction 
Project were opened at a public hearing in the Council over flow room.  There were a total of three bids received for 
this project.  The three contractors submitting bids were: PMF Inc., Idaho Sand & Gravel and Stutzman.   


The bids ranged from a low of $419,011.00 from PMF to a high of $467,523.81 by Stutzman.  Each of the three 
bidders supplied the documentation as noted in the Bid Proposal, which included a Bid bond equal to 5% of the bid, 
two signed addendums and signed proposals. Each also included any subcontractors, which will be providing 
materials or construction work for the project. 


Approval Process: 
City Council makes recommendation for Mayor to execute agreement. 


Budget Impact: 
The contract is in the amount of $419,011.00. This is part of a series of projects intended to be funded with 
reserves. The contracts let to date have been for design on all projects is $304,560.00. Costs for appraisals 
and right of way acquisition are $20,857. Approval of this contract will bring the amount encumbered to 
$744,428. There should be one more design contract, at least 12 right-of-way acquisitions and 5 more 
construction contracts (Bowlin Subdivision to Cheney Drive, Intersection of Eastland and Falls, Intersection 
of Eastland and Filer, Hillcrest to Filer concrete repair work, Hillcrest to Addison concrete this year).  


Conclusion:

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Request: 
Consideration of an Agreement for Design, Bidding & Construction Engineering Services with 
Riedesel Engineering for an FAA AIP Airport Snow Removal Equipment Bldg. 
 
Background: 
The Airport’s FAA sponsored capital construction program for years 2011 & 2012 include the 
design, bid, and construction of a new snow removal equipment/maintenance building. The 
airport has an existing maintenance facility that is aging and lacks the capacity needed for the 
modern fleet of equipment the airport is required to utilize. Construction of a new facility has 
been on the airport’s FAA capital improvement list for several years.  Depending on available 
FAA funding, the airport is looking to design and bid the project by late 2011, with construction 
taking palace during 2012. The estimate for construction of the 16,000 sq ft bldg is 
approximately $1,600,000.   


The airport advertised an RFQ for architectural & engineering services during the summer of 
2010 for a service period lasting up to five years.  The consulting engineering firm of Riedesel 
Engineering, Inc. was recommended to the City and County by the selection committee from the 
five engineering firms that submitted their qualifications and the three that were interviewed.  
The City Council and the County Commission concurred with the selection committee 
recommendation in August 2010. 


When FAA AIP projects include design/engineering costs in excess of $100,000, the airport is 
required to obtain an independent fee estimate from another engineering firm as a means to help 
compare and negotiate service costs.  The airport contracted with the Denver based engineering 
firm of RS&H (Reynolds, Smith, & Hills) to assist with the independent fee estimate for the 
project.  Based on a defined scope of work for design, bidding, and engineering construction 
services, the independent estimate from RS&H of $314,666.00 was $49,176.00 (15.6%) higher 
than Riedesel’s cost proposal of $265,490.00.  Riedesel Engineering’s total project hours were 
more than RS&H’s by 27%. Hourly labor rates for RS&H are generally higher than Riedesel 
Engineering. Attached is a summary of the Record of Negotiations which is required by the 
FAA.  


Riedesel Engineering advertised an RFQ for the architectural services needed for the project.  A 
Riedesel selection committee, which included Airport Board Chairman Sherm Hansen and Board 
member Dan Olmstead, reviewed the 9 statement of qualifications submitted.  The selection 
committee reached a consensus to hire Roger Laughlin, a local architect, for the project.

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Budget Impact: 
The 2011 airport construction fund includes anticipated FAA funds for the design & bidding 
elements of the projects plus the locally required 5% matching dollars for FAA grants. Once the 
project is bid this winter, the bid will be awarded for construction contingent upon anticipated 
FAA funding for 2012.  The airport construction fund has an FAA grant balance of 
approximately 1.3 million for 2011 with 1 million anticipated for 2012.  The projected 2.3 
million dollars in FAA grant funding for years 2011 & 2012 exceed the anticipated costs for the 
engineering and construction of the building. 


 


Regulatory Impact: 
The airport is required to have an effective snow & ice control program. This project will 
improve the airport’s ability to house and maintain airport equipment.  The airport will develop 
the facility according to the FAA’s Advisory Circular for design and construction of airport snow 
removal equipment facilities. 


 
Conclusion: 
After reviewing the proposed contract with the Airport Advisory Board, staff recommends that 
the City Council approve the contract for design, bidding & construction engineering services 
with Riedesel Engineering in the amount of $265,490.00 contingent upon FAA concurrence and 
available funding.
