Chair Gary Garnand called the megting to order at 12:02 p.m.

Agenda Item —Consent Agenda
Tom Frank moved to,approve the consent agenda as presented, Bob Richards seconded the motion and a roll call vote showed all
members present votedhin favor of the motion.

Melinda Anderson and BrentyHyatt discussed the current procedure for paying agency bills on a monthly basis. Brent asked the
board for direction to pay bills on occasions when the board may not have a monthly meeting or a check is needed prior to the
board meeting so that bills are paid in a timely fashion. Bob Richards recommended that staff email the board members
notification for checks paid prior to any board meeting and Tom Frank commented that the expenditures would then be reviewed
at the next monthly meeting. Melinda asked if any board members objected to that method and no one responded.

Agenda Item — Consideration of a request to approve a bid for the C3/Concept 91 parking lot maintenance from Quality
First Asphalt Maintenance for $9,311.12

Melinda Anderson presented on the overhead a map of the parking lot the Agency is responsible for maintaining as well as
pictures of various potholes, etc that need repair. It has been approximately five years since the lot was seal coated. Today’s
request is for crack sealing and pot hole filling only. A future request for seal coating will be presented at a later date. Kendra
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Jenks reported that in 2006 the parking lot was last seal coated. Maintenance continued annually until last year, when repairs were
not needed due to the lack of use and the lot remained in good condition. Tom Frank discussed curbing and landscape
maintenance and any measures in place to enforce parking to keep the maintenance costs down for the Agency. Kendra stated that
signage is posted in several areas that parking is for C3 only and security monitors for trucks.

Melinda stated of the three bids received for crack sealing and pothole repair, Quality First Asphalt is the low bidder. In addition,
Kendra has worked with this firm for many years on various properties and recommends them.

Cindy Bond moved to accept the Quality First Asphalt bid and Bill Koch seconded.

Discussion followed regarding two bids that included seal coat estimates. The original plan was to bring a request to include both
seal coating and pothole repair/crack sealing. Melinda is working with Street Dept. Superintendent Dean Littler to determine the
best type of seal coat application to use for the lot and will present a request for sealdcoating ata later date.

A roll call vote showed all members present voted in favor of the motion.

Tom Frank suggested the URA utilize whatever company the City would use for seal coating this summer to take advantage of
any potential cost savings. Melinda reported that the City would be chip sealing this summer which is\a different process from the
type of seal coat that would be used on the C3 parking lot.

Agenda Item — Budget committee appointments — Gary Garnand

Gary Garnand asked the members of the previous budget.committee to accept thexappointment for 2011. Bill Koch, Cindy Bond
and Leon Smith accepted the appointment. Brent Hyatt.and Melinda Anderson willwork with the budget committee to draft and
present a preliminary budget at the July meeting.

Agenda Item — 2010 Annual Report — Melinda Anderson

Melinda Anderson reported the board approved the FY 2010 audited financial statement in February. Both the annual report and
audit will be submitted to the state tax commission and local taxing districts.” The communications sub-committee reviewed the
annual report that Melinda prepared.

Agenda Item — Downtown redevelopment activity update — Mark Rivers, Brix & Co.

Mark Rivers reported that we‘are 1/3'way throughithe:90-daysoption on the Banner building, he is working on potential
redevelopment and parties who may: be ‘interestedsgHe will besin town on Thursday with three retail tenants from Boise to look at
properties downtown. Some people have shown interest in Old Towne properties and will continue working through ideas that
may work for redevelopment. “Mark discussedithe 2" Avenue South property with the Executive Committee to better understand
how to make the property inhabitable. Otherdiscussions include the multi-family non-profit housing sector and storefront fagade
projects. The Kiosks have been painted and nextweek the signage will be installed. Operation Facelift is underway and the
Friday nightfarmer’s market continues despite the challenging weather.

Agenda Item — Communications update — Mike Tracy

Mike Tracy coveredtwo items: the release from the special meeting regarding the C3 re-roof project which was picked up and
used by the media. Secandlyphe is finishing up a video segment on C3, the Governor’s visit and how the process took place and
expects to have a draft by the end of this week.

Agenda Item — Public input and/or items from the Urban Renewal Agency Board

Melinda reported they will be opening bids for the southeast Twin Falls waterline project on Wednesday, June 15 at 2:00 p.m.
JUB may complete the bid tally before originally scheduled, which will be prior the July meeting in which case a special meeting
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may be called to approve the bid award. In addition to Operation Facelift, several volunteers and entities have come together to
complete landscaping along Main Avenue, painting the Crowley’s building and other projects throughout the week. Melinda
completed the first draft review for the URA website and sent to MSVM for revision. She foresees one more review and then
plans to meet with the communications subcommittee for review.

Tom Frank inquired about DEQ grants applied for in the past years for Brownfield money. The URA applied to EPA for an
assessment grant in 2009 which was denied. The city applied for the same grant in 2010 and it also was denied. Melinda is
requesting feedback from Region 1V to proceed.

There being no further business, Gary Garnand adjourned the meeting at 12:36 p.m.

Next regular scheduled Urban Renewal meeting is Monday, July 11, 2011.

Chair Gary Garnand called the meeting to order at 11:33 a.m.

Agenda Item: Consideration of a request to award the bid for the 2011 Hankins Water System Improvement project to Irminger
Construction, Inc. in the amount of $1,738,337.00

Melinda Anderson reviewed the Hankins Water System improvement project. The board hired JUB to investigate, design a plan and
then send out bids to complete the waterline project. After publishing the bid, six bids were received and opened on Wednesday, June
15 in the presence of JUB and the city deputy clerk and city staff. JUB then tabulated the bids and submitted a recommendation for the
bid award. This project will complete the water loop and required fire flow in the southeast section of Twin Falls to construct new
buildings up to 100,000 square feet or larger.

Melinda invited Gary Haderlie with JUB Engineers to present the bid analysis to the board members. The preliminary engineering
report completed in March estimated the bids would range from $1.74 million to $1.92 million after the initial investigation. After
completing the design and adjusting for increases in PVC costs, JUB estimated the project at $2.03million. Of the six bids received
ranging from $1.74million to $2.36 million, Irminger Construction, Inc. from Boise was the low bidder. The remaining contractors who
bid on the project included two from Twin Falls, two from Boise and one from Salt Lake City. Irminger Construction has completed
several projects within the Magic Valley and JUB has been involved with them on numerous projects and has a good working
relationship. Irminger plans to use some local suppliers such as Kloepfer and Ferguson during construction. The bid includes a 5%
contingency for unforeseen expenditures.

JUB recommends awarding the bid to Irminger Construction based out of Boise.

Tom Frank made a motion to accept and award the bid for the 2011 Hankins Water System Improvement project to Irminger
Construction, Inc. in the amount of $1,738,337.00 as presented. Cindy Bond seconded the motion and a roll call vote showed all
members present voted in favor of the motion.
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Agenda Item — Consideration of a request to approve a construction administration agreement with JUB Engineers for the
Hankins Water System project in the amount of $143,337.00 — Gary Haderlie and Troy Vitek

This agreement, which is the third phase of the construction project, will take the project to the end. Melinda invited Gary Haderlie and
Lee Glaeseman (in Troy Vitek’s absence) to address the board regarding the construction administration contract. The contract allows
JUB to provide administration of all contracts, make recommendations to the URA, issue construction clarifications, review submittal of
all material for compliance, review pay applications, and review any change orders. The contractor provides a warranty period and once
substantial completion is done, JUB will check for quality assurance, testing verification, surveying and pump station electrical
components. In addition to the new pumps being installed, there is software installation and programming (SCADA) that will be
completed by JUB. Finally, JUB will initiate equipment start-up and testing including verification of the fire flow and complete record
drawings required by DEQ as well as the O&M manuals.

The contract fee is based on several recent waterline projects with the City of Twin Falls and estimate of costs and level of effort
involved in the project. JUB estimates approximately $143,000 for their level of effort during the construction administration. This is
an estimate and actual costs can vary depending on several items such as how quickly the contractor begins and performs the work.
Possibilities exists the actual cost could come in under approval, conversely, the cost could exceed the approval based on the
contractor’s performance.

Cindy Bond inquired if this is usual and customary for the industry to submit a bid based on time and materials. Gary explained this is
normal procedure and they cannot guarantee how long a contractor will take to complete a project. JUB as the administrator continues to
stay on the job until it is complete. Liquidated damages accrue if the contractor does not meet the schedule as outlined.

Leon Smith inquired who would be the project manager on site and secondly, do they anticipate any additional discretionary items that
will need board approval. Gary Haderlie is the on-site project engineer. JUB does not anticipate coming back to the board for any major
change. Small changes, including quantities will be reflected in the pay applications. They have included everything they could think of
in the design to meet the regulations, city planning and URA goals. Rock investigation was completed during the initial investigation
phase and determined there is not much rock, so there should not be a large change. Drilling was done at 100 foot intervals unless rock
was found and then a closer interval if rock was identified throughout the whole project.

Bill Koch asked how much the liquidated damages are. Gary stated the damages are $1,000.00 per day if the project is not completed on
time.

Tom Frank confirmed Gary Haderlie will be working with the contractor on a daily basis to make sure the project is built to specs. Tom
asked if there is a city representative working with JUB on the project. Melinda asked Gary to explain how the city engages in similar
projects. Gary anticipates a weekly or bi-weekly meeting with a representative from the City Engineering Department, (Troy Vitek). In
addition, various city staff from the Water Department or Public Works Department as necessary to coordinate any specific needs such
as turning water off or draining tanks.

Leon Smith made a motion to accept the engineering contract with JUB Engineers for the Hankins Water System project in the amount
of $143,337.00. Bill Koch seconded the motion and all members present voted in favor of the motion.

Melinda Anderson stated JUB brought copies of the Notice of Award for Chairman Garnand to sign.

Gary Haderlie reviewed a table of costs with the board. The preliminary engineering report estimated the cost at $2.01 to $2.2 million.
The total project cost is $2.14 including the preliminary report, design and construction contract, which falls within the initial estimate.

Agenda Item — Consideration of a request to award the low bid for the C3/Concept 91 parking seal coat project to Quality First
Asphalt in the amount of $26,827.66.

Melinda reviewed with the board the approval made for the pothole repair and crack sealing awarded to Quality First Asphalt. Today’s
request is for seal coating the parking lot and we received three bids for the seal coat project. Quality First Asphalt was the low bidder,
who seal coated the lot five years ago. The product being used is similar to a slurry seal, but has a different aggregate and is
manufactured by Road Work Ahead, a local company. The other bids received by Gordon Paving and Kloepfer Concrete plan to use
subcontractors as opposed to Quality First Asphalt who will be performing the work themselves. Additionally, Quality First offers a
one-year warranty, so the property manager can deal directly with the company if there is a problem.

Leon Smith commented that Quality’s bid had no contingency for price or other unforeseen factors. Kendra Jenks explained she has
walked the entire lot with Quality First and is firm on the price due to their comfort level with the review. Costco and McDonalds are
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responsible for their parking lots and both plan to seal coat their lots using Quality First. Kendra is coordinating the project with the
other property owners and hopes to complete the project of the July 4™ weekend. Melinda Anderson clarified that the city is chip
sealing, which is a different product than what is being applied to the Concept 91 lot. Striping is also included in the project cost but
will be a different color than white.

Tom Frank commented there seems to be quite a bit of water runoff from the sprinkler system and asked if the water could be causing
problems with the frost/heave cycles. Does it make sense to re-adjust sprinkler heads and flow rates? Kendra commented that the
frost/heave is normal with the unusual weather this year and other locations are experiencing the same problems. The contractor can

reevaluate the sprinkler system, but the system is old and does not have rain sensors and would have to be redone to have rain sensors.
Tom feels the system should be evaluated and adjusted.

Larry Hall asked what the common life span for seal coat is. Kendra stated 3-5 years and then annual maintenance for filling pot holes
and crack filling.

Bill Koch inquired if this product life is comparable to that of chip seal. Kendra estimated chip seal leans toward a seven year life span,
but is not as experienced with chip seal. The cost for chip sealing is $1.30-$1.40/yd so this product is considerably less.

Leon Smith moved to accept and award the bid for the C3/Concept 91 parking seal coat project to Quality First Asphalt in the amount of
$26,827.66. Cindy Bond seconded the motion and a roll call vote showed all members present voted in favor of the meeting.

There being no further business, Gary Garnand adjourned the meeting at 12:11 p.m.

Request:
Presentation and request to approve six BID match fund projects for $28,520.80

Background:

At the February 14, 2011 board meeting, the board approved criteria for the BID match fund program. In
essence, it was to partner with BID property owners to improve their facades. It was to be a forward
looking program (expire on February 13, 2012) that would provide a 50% match up to $10,000 for fagade
improvements which included fagade removal and repair, painting, signs, new windows and doors. The
program is also designed to reimburse the property owner after the work is completed and is based on a
first come/first serve basis. It's recommended to the board that if the projects are approved, the Agency
provide up to six months for the work to be completed by the property owner.

The project was promoted to those property owners and merchants in the former BID district. At past
meetings the board has approved $58,754.84 leaving approximately $31,500 remaining in the BID fund.
For this month’s consideration there are 6 projects which the strategic implementation committee has
reviewed and forwarded with recommendations.

The 5 property owners that have completed the application process and met with the strategic
implementation committee are:

o Luther Sipe, Air Quality Services at 513 Minidoka Ave. Total project cost is estimated at $2,634.10 with
a 50% match at $1,317.05. The committee recommends the project which consists of new awnings
and sign lettering.

e Jayne Fischer, The Cookie Basket at 106 Main Ave. N. Total project cost is estimated at $6,689.72
with a 50% match at $3,344.86. The committee recommends the project which consists of fagade
repair, new windows, and sign lettering.

e Bernice and Kelly Howa, Kelly's, at 110 Main Ave. N. Total project cost is estimated at $29,231.51 with
a 50% cap at $10,000. The committee recommends approval of this project which consists of facade
repair, new windows, and colored concrete at exterior front entryway.

e John Coleman at 156 2@ Ave W. Total project cost is estimated at $6,494.86 with a 50% match of
$3,247.43. The committee recommends approval of the project which consists of installing new
awnings.

e John Lezamiz, two projects. One project is located at 222 Shoshone St E. This project cost is
estimated at $3,734.52 with a 50% cap at $1,867.26. The committee recommends approval of the
project which consists of new awnings. The 2nd project is located at 352 2nd Ave. E. This project cost
is estimated at $17,488.40 with a 50% cap at $8,744.20. The committee recommends approval of the
project which consists of installing new awnings and windows/door.





Attached are copies of each proposal for your review. Staff has been contacted by other BID property
owners and merchants but currently has no further completed applications. It's likely that the remaining
BID funds will be fully requested.

Approval Process:

A majority vote of a quorum of the Agency board in open meeting.

Budget Impact:

As of May 9, 2011 there remained an uncommitted balance of $31,500. Approval of these projects at
$28,520.80 would reduce the remaining BID funds remaining balance to $2,979.2.

Regulatory Impact:
None at this time.

Conclusion:

Staff and the special projects subcommittee recommend the board approve this request.

Request:

Consideration of a request to award the bid to reroof the C3 Call Center to Smith Roofing & Siding, LLC in the
amount of $163,000 for the base bid and $42,900 for Alternate Bid 1 (repair skylights) for a total of $212,700.

Background:

On Tuesday, July 19, 2011 bids were opened to reroof the C3 Call Center. Four bids were received and opened.
Pete Anderson of Myers-Anderson Architects tabulated the bids and has determined that Smith Roofing from Rigby,
ID is the low, responsive bid at $212,700. The range was the low bid just reported up to $277,661.

The work to reroof the C3 Call Center will consist of:
e Removing and replacing the existing single ply membrane with new TPO single ply membrane
e Improving the roof drainage around the large roof-top HVAC equipment
e Over glazing the existing sky light with poly carbon product to prevent leaking (Alternate #1)

Myers-Anderson had added an Alternate #2 to add 1 72" of rigid insulation to the bid specs but the bid amounts were
higher than a standard 10-year payback would justify. Myers-Anderson does not recommend awarding Alternate #2
to the reroof contract.

The new roofing material will carry a 20-year manufacturer's warranty. The roofing company will provide a 3-year
warranty for workmanship.

As you recall the Agency approved the reroof design to protect its property asset, and the personnel and the assets
of its tenant, C3. The roof is approximately 18 years old and has outlived its useful, economic life.

Approval Process:

A majority vote of a quorum of the Agency board in open meeting.

Budget Impact:

Funds are available.

Conclusion:

BID Match Program
February 2011

From February 14, 2011 through February 13, 2012 TFURA has approximately $80,000
provided to it from the City of Twin Falls’ former BID funds. The purpose of these funds is
to assist former BID property owners to make improvements to their properties that were
in the former Business Improvement District.

Match program
The TFURA intends to match 50% of improvements costs, interior or exterior, up to a total

of $10,000 per owner. Specifically, the BID match can be used to reimburse owners for
facade work to their building. Facade work can consist of facade repair, painting,
removing facades, replacing doors or windows, and repairing or replacing signs. There
may be other fagade improvements that could be considered on a case by case basis.

To apply for the reimbursement grant, the property owner should submit the information
requested on the 2" page. TFURA will review each application as it is received, in the
order it is received.

While there are no specific design guidelines, in general the projected fagade work should
fit into the neighborhood. TFURA reserves the right to approve the design and materials
to be used as part of the URA match.

The project must comply with current applicable building requirements and if the project is
located within the Warehouse Historic District must also be approved by the Twin Falls
Historic Preservation Commission.

The following information shows the application process and includes the information
needed to begin this process. We will ask the applicants to make a presentation before a
committee of the URA prior to taking this to the full URA board at a public meeting.

If the project is approved by the full board, the grant would be a reimbursable one. That
is, TFURA would reimburse the applicant upon receipt of paid invoices that are for the
work approved by TFURA.





APPLICATION PROCESS

Each project applying for Downtown Development BID match program must submit a
written application to the URA outlining the scope and intention of the project.

The application should include:

Contact information of owner(s) and, if applicable, contact information for local
manager

Address of intended project site

Pictures of the current site and building

Specs and plans of the intended project including materials to be used

Cost of the project

ltemization of all costs including those for items where reimbursement is requested
How project is being funded and expected timeline and completion date of project

Michelangelo spent four years painting the Sistine Chapel, but for Twin Falls Urban Renewal
Agency officials, the deadline is much tighter.

The city’s urban renewal agency is ramping up efforts in the next 30 days to see if there’s
enough interest to convert the former Banner Furniture building at 201 Main Ave. S. into a
community arts center. Urban renewal planners believe the center could potentially become an
anchor that defines the city’s downtown.

Business Opportunity Projects

Current projects
o SE Twin waterline — construction began July 11 and is expected to conclude by
early November. The two new motors for the pump station may not be installed
until early 2012 due to the long lead time needed to deliver them.
o (C3/Concept 91 parking lot was repaired and seal coated in July.
o Staff will request the board to award a bid for the reroof for the C3 roof at the
July 21 board meeting.
New Leads
o We hosted an unexpected site visit for a new manufacturing facility. The
company has shown some early interest but we are in stiff competition with

other communities and states.
o Two additional inquiries have been made for which we have provide information — both
are manufacturing oriented.

Downtown Development

Brix & Co. Mark Rivers is making contacts for a community-oriented arts center at the
Banner building. We will work with Brix to develop requests for proposals for our
properties on 2" Ave. S. and the former Red’s Trading Post site. Proposals may focus on
retail, restaurant, or service provider uses. The marketing that Mark has done to local
service providers needing office space has not provided any leads to this date.

The kiosks and benches have been painted and the art work is to be installed by July 19.

BID match fund program — thus far the board has approved 8 projects. Currently there
are 6 projects that the subcommittee recommends be approved at the July meeting. If
these are approved there will be less than $3,000 that remains uncommitted. Approved
applicants have 6 months to complete their project to be reimbursed.

Operation Facelift —the Crowley building on Main Avenue was awarded most improved
by the impartial judges. It’s really looking nice.

The City’s Historic Preservation Commission has hired a consultant to help draft design
guidelines for Old Town/Warehouse District. As this could affect TFURA, | am staying
involved and will keep in touch as | learn more.





® The City has created a downtown parking task force that the Mayor appointed Cindy
Bond to. Mitch Humble will staff it. Mark Rivers provided his perspective on the
importance of available parking as we continue our redevelopment work.

Communication/Administrative

e Website — MSVM is close to completing the website and will be ready for review soon
by the communications subcommittee.

e The first year of the Agency’s 5-year plan ends in May. The strategic implementation
committee has reviewed the strategic plan for accomplishments and tweaks. A first
review by the board may occur at our August meeting.

e 2012 budget committee met to review and the preliminary budget will be presented to
the board at our July meeting.
