Mayor Lanting called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.  He then invited all present, who wished to, to recite the Pledge of 
allegiance to the Flag. A quorum was present.  Mayor Lanting introduced staff. 
 
Mayor Lanting introduced Reylene Abbott, President of the Twin Falls Youth Council.  She reported on current projects.  Members Daniel Kelley 
and Christina Bruce were present.  
 
CONSIDERATION OF THE AMENDMENTS TO THE AGENDA:   
 
City Manager Rothweiler wished to add an Executive session 67-2345 (1)(b) To consider the evaluation, dismissal or disciplining of, 
or to hear complaints or charges brought against, a public officer, employee, staff members or individual agent, or public school 
student.   
 
MOTION: 
Councilperson Talkington made a motion to add Executive session 67-2345(1)(b) as presented.  The motion was seconded by Vice Mayor Hall 
and roll call vote showed all members present voted in favor of the motion.  Approved 6 to 0.

on third and final reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Councilperson Talkington and roll call vote showed all members 
present voted in favor of the motion. 
 
Deputy City Clerk Sanchez read the ordinance by title only. 
 
MOTION: 
Councilperson Munn made the motion to adopt Ordinance 3023 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilperson Clow and 
roll call vote showed all members present voted favor of the motion.  Approved 6 to 0. 
Mayor Lanting introduced Reylene Abbott, President of the Twin Falls Youth Council.  She reported on current projects.  Members 
Daniel Kelley and Christina Bruce were also in attendance. 

 
2. Public input and/or items from the City Manager and City Council.  

 
Councilperson Mills Sojka gave an update on a Community Garden Committee Meeting.  The Committee’s task was to create a policy 
for the City on Community Gardens on City property.  The policy has been adopted.  She asked the Council if they would like the 
Committee to continue to be a Committee that reports to the Mayor and the Council.  The Committee is looking at trial plots which are 
owned by the County.  The County Commissioners feel more comfortable with the City leasing the land for $1 a year or per the 
contract.  The City’s Parks & Recreation Department is working with a local gardener’s non-profit group, The Masters Gardeners.  She 
asked the Council for direction if the City should be the middle man between the County and the gardener group or would they like to 
direct the gardener group to work directly with the County.   
 
Council discussion followed: 
 
Councilperson Mills Sojka explained that City water shares are needed for the County land, in order for the project to work.    
 

 Council gave direction that the County work directly works with the gardeners. Council agreed to lease water shares to the County.    
 

Parks & Recreation Director Bowyer stated that the policy the Council adopted was on community gardens on City property.  If the 
City is not involved in the lease with the County, the County would need to come up with guidelines.  The property does not have 
water shares and perhaps the City would need to get involved in providing water.  There is a coulee directly north of the property.   
 
City Manager Rothweiler stated that if community gardens, dog parks, skate parks are created, the investment should be made on 
property that the City has control and jurisdiction over.   

 
 Mayor Lanting stated that the Community Garden task force is no longer needed.   
 

City Manager Rothweiler stated that Council adopted a policy but never put the policy into any form of action by identifying lands 
under the City’s control where this might be appropriate.  The Parks & Recreation Commission will be meeting on January 10, 2012, 
and he stated that it would be appropriate to add to the agenda the request to identify possible locations for community gardens and 
then bring back recommendations to the Council.  
 
The Council agreed with City Manager Rothweiler's suggestion.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:      

 
Planner I Kelly Weeks explained the request.   
 
Each year the HPC has submitted a Certified Local Government (GLG) grant application for historic preservation activities.  For 2011 
the awarded CLG grant was used to hire a consultant and develop Design Guidelines for the Twin Falls Historic Warehouse to be 
codified by the Twin Falls, Idaho City Government.  The HPC was awarded $12,000.  The proposed design guidelines were 
developed with the consulting firm of Winter & Company.   
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The HPC is tasked with giving a certificate of appropriateness for anything that is done on the outside of the property in the historic 
district.  In 1997, guidelines were put together but not officially adopted by the City Council.  The Planning & Zoning Commission has 
recommended approval of the design guidelines and adopts the ordinance to the City Council.   
 
Council discussion followed: 
-Contributing and non-contributing buildings. 
 
Planner I Weeks stated that the Real Deals building on Fairfield is a historical contributing building. They requested to redo their roof. 
 
Darrell Buffaloe, Chairman of the Historic Preservation Committee, explained the need for the HPC guidelines.  The guidelines will 
enable the Commission to know what to do to approve the certificate of appropriateness.   
 
Councilperson Clow asked how much of the actual recommendations for historical design is a unique design to Twin Falls versus 
Boise. 
 
Darrell Buffaloe stated that Twin Falls has only the warehouse district.  The State recommended that Twin Falls and Boise use the 
same engineering firm to design the guidelines. He also gave a brief history of the Warehouse District.   
 
Councilperson Clow asked the City Attorney that when the guidelines are adopted if the property owner has any grandfathered 
privileges on their properties. 
 
City Attorney Wonderlich stated that the property owner has grandfather privileges but if they want to make changes those 
grandfather rights do not apply.   

 
Opened up the public hearing:   
 
Paul Smith, property owner, President of Preservation Twin Falls, and owner of the silos, gave a narrative of the area.  He spoke in 
favor of the request.  He stated that the original guidelines were presented to the Council but did not get into the City Code. He 
suggested that if the presented guidelines are approved he would encourage that an appeal process is in place.    

 
Closed the public testimony of the hearing. 

 
 Council discussion followed: 
  

-Appeal process. 
 

City Attorney Wonderlich stated that the Planning & Zoning Commission has an appeal process.  A building permit or certificate of 
occupancy is not issued unless the owner has a certificate of appropriateness.  He stated that he believes that he needs to build the 
appeal process into the proposed ordinance. He asked Council if the appeal should go to Planning & Zoning Commission or the City 
Council. 

 
Extensive Council discussion followed whether the process of appeal would be presented to the Planning & Zoning Commission or 
the City Council. 
 
The Council stated that an appeal would be heard by the City Council. 
 
Closed the public hearing.
