Patty Lee called the meeting to order at 11:23 am. A motion was made by Ray Wight to approve the minutes
of the January 14, 2009 meeting. Mike Redman seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Ed
Prater made a motion to approve the minutes of the special meeting on February 3, 2009. Ray Wight
seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item # 1 Membership - Staff & Commission

At the February 22009 City Council meeting, Council approved the re-appointment of Patty Lee to the
Commission. The City has been advertising for the two openings on the Commission. So far, we have 3
applications in. The deadline is on February 13", Dennis asked if the Commission knew of anyone that was
interested on serving on the Commission to please contact the Parks and Recreation office. He hopes to have
interviews the end of February or first part of March so the new members can attend the March meeting.

The annual “Fly Like An Eagle” tournament, sponsored by the College of Southern Idaho benefiting their
athletic department, is scheduled for Saturday, May 16, 2009. Every year in the past, the green fees have
been waived for the tournament. They are requesting for the Commission to recommend to City Council to
waive the green fees for the tournament.

The Inter-City tournament is scheduled for Thursday, October 1, 2009 at the Municipal Golf Course. There
will be 48 ladies playing, six from each facility — Blue Lakes CC, Canyon Springs, Jerome CC, Clear Lakes
CC, Rupert CC, Gooding CC, Burley CC and the Twin Falls Municipal Golf Course. These courses waive
the green fees when they host the tournament. Last year the Commission recommended waiving the green
fees only if the tournament was moved to a later date in the season.

MINUTES

Patty Lee called the meeting to order at 11:15 am. A motion was made by Gale Kleinkopf to approve the
March 10", 2009 meeting minutes. Ray Wight seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Item # 1 Welcome New Members — Staff & Commission

Dennis introduced the new Commission members to the Commission. Matt Nelson and Brett Semple are our
two newest members to the Commission.

Item #2 Twin Falls Municipal Fund Raising Tournament — Commission & Staff

On Friday, March 13", the Community Foundation Board approved the request to allow the tournament to
use the Community Foundation as a funding mechanism so all entry fees, sponsors and donations can receive
a tax credit for their donations. Ray, Mike and Ed had met to go over what improvements need to be done
and will be funded through the Fundraiser. The sub-committee recommended that the following
improvements for this year’s funds to be spent on : 1) repair of cart paths; 2) improve #18 tee box; 3) plant
more trees; 4) install concrete pads at driving range; and 5) purchase tables and chairs for the clubhouse, only
if the City contributes 50% of the cost. Mike suggested going out to the course so the Commission can look

at the recommended improvements and get their ideas on any improvements before making a
recommendation and presenting to Council. Gale thought that would be a good idea.

Matt Nelson asked if the Commission has formed a long range plan for the Golf Course. This plan could
include entrance fees, clubhouse facility, etc.. It would sift out the areas of priority for the Course and goals
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can be set for opportunities for revenue. Mike mentioned that a strategic plan was created at one time and
feels that it would be beneficial to have someone come in and do another one for the Course. Ray
commented that he feels a strategic plan is a good idea and mentioned to Matt that the fundraiser was new
last year and now we have an idea of how much money can be raised. Matt stated that a facilitator would ask
what the Commission would want to see done anyway so he feels meeting as a Commission to come up with
a plan would be the most beneficial.

Dennis informed the Commission that if they want the City to contribute 50% of the cost for the chairs in the
clubhouse, the Commission will need to make a recommendation to present to Council. Due to the budget
cuts, Dennis stated that he is unsure if it would be approved or not.

Ed commented that he wants the Course to be profitable and asked about the junior golf and having the City
subsidize it. Dennis stated that the City wants to see the Course breaking even without the subsidizing of
junior golf. There will be some savings with having one full-time employee at the golf course. Mike
mentioned that the school district and City have an agreement so the City can use gym space at the schools
for free and the schools get to play free at the Golf Course and have use of the fields. Dennis stated that the
Recreation Department does get use of the gyms for free but has to cover the cost to pay for a janitorial
service to clean up after the games.

Gale suggested getting recognition in the budget process for the high school play, senior play and City
employee play that doesn’t get accounted for so we can verify that we aren’t losing money. The City doesn’t
account for this in the budget process. Mike mentioned that Twin Falls and Filer High Schools are playing
for free and with the new high school coming on board, it’s going to put a damper on the course being used.
He would like to see the high school golf season being changed to fall for the high schools to play. Matt
suggested having a fee structure in place where the kids that play high school golf will have to purchase a
season pass. That would bring in some revenue. Dennis commented that if we start charging the kids for a
season pass, the school district may end up charging a fee for the use of the gyms. Ed wants the City to
realize that the figures at the end of the year are not valid figures due to the kids playing.

Item #3 Golf Management Proposals — Staff

Dennis updated the Commission on the status of the contract with Mike and the City. The City and Mike are
still in the process of negotiating a new contract. Mike has proposed that the maintenance crew will report to
Mike, have one full-time employee and the City shop will assume the majority of the maintenance work on
equipment and vehicles. Dennis reported that Kevin Packard will be transferring to the Parks and Recreation
Department on April 13"™ and Dario will take Kevin’s place at the Course. Bids will be going out on the new
maintenance building. It won’t be very big but will be heated and have enough room to work on equipment.
The old shop can still be used for storage.

Mike commented to the Commission that he feels Dario will do a great job at the course and has quite a bit
of experience after working at the course for 13 years and also working on a golf course in Boston for 10
years.

Item #4 New & Old Business

Tom Burnikel presented his idea of having memorial plaques on the tee boxes and also asked the
Commission if they have thought about his idea of buying his boxes for broken tees. Mike mentioned
including this in the strategic plan if one is created. Matt mentioned that there is a course that has a tree
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management fund for memorials and donations. It is a fund that cares for the trees that are already at the
course instead of always planting new ones but honors those that want to donate.

Mike presented to the Commission the idea of having Dollar golf. He has heard a lot of good feedback from
a Course that has been doing it. Golfers would pay a dollar per hole from 6pm-close and honor it every day
of the week. This has produced a lot of revenue for that course and he feels it would do the same for us.
There would be no green fee but the carts would be an additional fee. It is a way to get people out to the
course and generate more revenue. Mike is gathering more information and will keep the Commission
updated.

Ray brought up the meeting time. He is not opposed to changing the time to make it easier to have lunch
delivered or to not have lunch at all. The Commission discussed the different options and times and decided
that they will keep the meeting time at 11:00am but have lunch at noon.

Mike mentioned that he has been talking with Travis Rothweiler and Tom Courtney about changing the name
of the Golf Course.

The City has scheduled to bring the 8” water line from the south side of the course behind the green on #12,
running north crossing the fairways of #1 and #9, then west between #9 & 15 under the cart path to the club
house, and back north to the proposed site of the maintenance building. This will provide fire protection to
the club house and the City will not have to pay for any easements. The plans for the building have been
released and there are 6 companies so far bidding for the project. A budget of $85,000.00 has been set aside
through the Parks budget. The City has submitted the plans to DEQ and depending on what they require; the
City might have to loop the line up to Grandview to connect with an existing water line in Grandview. The
extra cost for looping would be paid by the Water Department.

Ray asked if this plan would be cheaper than negotiating with Muni Storage for an easement. Dennis
commented that Muni Storage is going through a lawsuit right now and the City doesn’t want to get involved
with that. Mike asked when the building should be occupied. Dennis thinks it should be finished by
November 1*.

Dennis informed the Commission they have 3 bids back on the HVAC system. Senior staff will be
reviewing the bids today and will then submit a staff report to the City Council to authorize the expenditure
to replace the HVAC system. It should go to Council on Monday night. The bids ranged from $22,000 to
$31,000.

Ray also asked if there were any restrictions with the
committee discussing with the Golf Advisory Board of what was going on at these meetings. Dennis feels
that the review committee will need to discuss having an alternate member and what can and can’t be
discussed.

Gale Kleinkopf made a motion to allow Patty Lee, Ed Prater and Ray Wight serve on the Review Committee.
Mike McMasters seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.





Dennis will e-mail the 3 proposals to the committee members. He also has a hard copy of each proposal that
he can give as well.

MINUTES

Patty Lee called the meeting to order at 11:11am. Ray Wight made a motion to approve the November 12,
2008 meeting minutes. Gale seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item # 1 Membership — Staff & Commission

Next month in February, two members of the Commission will be serving their last month. Mike Redman
and Mike McMasters will have served their two full three year terms. Also, Patty Lee’s first three year term
will be completed in February. Dennis mentioned they will start advertising for the two openings and have

the interviews in February so the new members can attend the meeting in March. He also asked the
Commission to have anyone that would be interested in serving on the board to contact Parks and Recreation.

Patty had indicated that she would like to be able to serve another three year term. Ed Prater made a motion
to retain Patty Lee on the Golf Advisory Board for another three year term. Gale seconded the motion. The
motion passed unanimously.

Item #2 Election of Officers — Patty & Dennis

At the beginning of each year, the Commission can choose to elect new officers. Currently Patty Lee is the

Chairperson and Ed Prater is the Vice-Chairperson. There is no limit on the years someone could serve as
Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson or the Commission could elect new officers each year.





Ray made a motion to have Patty Lee continue as Chairperson and Ed Prater to continue as Vice-
Chairperson. Ed seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item#3 Non Resident Fees/College Season Passes — Staff & Commission

During the public hearing on increasing fees, members of City Council suggested that the Commission
review non-resident fees and the college rates. Council also wanted the Commission to review other
communities to see if they add on non-resident rates on green fees and season passes and also to review the
Twin Falls Public Library’s policy on non-residents.

For the library, if you live outside the city limits, you pay $40 for a library card. Residents must show a
driver’s license with a current address or a letter postmarked within the last 30 days to prove residence. The
library has a book that lists city vs. non-city addresses.

Dennis mentioned that with the youth programs, Parks and Recreation charge a resident and non-resident
rate. Parks and Recreation takes the person’s word for it if they reside in city limits or not. There is no
policy in place for checking if they are residents or not.

The City of Idaho Falls has a resident card that is free and gives residents discounts at various places, not just
the Golf Course. They must go to Idaho Falls Parks and Recreation Department, Golf Course or City Hall to
receive a resident card. The Golf Course advertises their green fees at $20 and if golfers show a resident card,
they receive a $2 discount. Approximately 80% of golfers end up paying the higher green fee but a sign is
posted in the golf shop about the resident card for $2 discount on green fees. The golf course has a directory
of every address that is in city limits.

The Commission discussed the different options of having a resident card in Twin Falls. Dennis said it
would be beneficial for the programs Parks and Recreation offers as well as the golf course. He wasn’t sure
if the pool would be included in it or not. A couple questions came up about having the card renewed each
year and if people who lived outside the city limits but owned property in the city would qualify to receive a
resident card. Mike Hamblin will check with Idaho Falls and see if they renew their cards each year. Dennis
will discuss the option of having a resident card with the Parks and Recreation Commission and to see how
to implement how to determine resident vs. non-resident.

In the past three years, approximately 105 junior/college season passes have been sold with an average of 49
being college season passes. Approximately $7500 revenue has been received on college passes. Mike
Hamblin reported that no other golf course that he knows of has the same college and junior rate.

Gale Kleinkopf made a motion to reduce the college season passes from $475 to $300. Patty Lee seconded
the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #4 New & Old Business

Dennis explained to the Commission that all Commission meetings will now be held at the City Council
Chambers. This will allow more public involvement and we will start televising and recording each meeting
so the public can watch them on Channel 17. Greg mentioned that he didn’t know anything about this and
thinks that the Golf Advisory Board is more informal and should be able to meet at the Golf Course. He is
going to discuss it with Council members.





Mike Hamblin mentioned that Lou Connor’s son-in-law would like to put a memorial plaque at the golf
course. Mike didn’t think that would be a problem.

Mike also informed the Commission that carts will be open tomorrow. The course is in good shape through
the winter.

Ed asked about the contract with Mike. The deadline to submit proposals in on January 23™. Dennis has
received a few phone calls from interested prospects asking for some more information. Once all the
proposals are in, the committee will meet and go over them. The decision will need to be made by July 1*.
Greg is going to talk to Council about having members of the Golf Advisory Board to be on the Selection
Committee. He is making the recommendation to have more representation from the Golf Advisory Board.

Ed also asked how much money is left from the Fundraiser. Mike Hamblin stated there is approximately
$4000-$5000 left.

Mike Hamblin showed the Commission the tiles that will be replaced in the bathrooms. He stated it will cost
approximately $1300 per bathroom.

Dennis informed the Commission that they have moved funds around in the Parks budget to be able to build
a golf maintenance building. He stated that they have approximately $80,000 available for the building.
They will be asking for design proposals soon. The shop will be 1200 square feet and will be heated and
have enough room to work in. Greg asked if the design will be able to be easily expanded for the future.

Mike Hamblin would like to see a Capital Improvement project included in next year’s budget to upgrade the
south shed to be able to accommodate the carts that are in the north shed.

Ray Wight brought up using re-claimed asphalt to redo the cart paths. Dennis will talk to the Street
Department to see if they can get that done.

The date for this year’s Fundraiser is set for August 1*.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:27pm

Item # 1 Approve minutes of the June 10", 2009 meeting

A motion was made by Ray Wight to approve the minutes of the June 10", 2009 meeting. Brett Semple
seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #4 Update on Golf Maintenance Building - Staff

Dennis updated the Commission on the maintenance building. The City has looked at different options to
provide a fire hydrant for the building as well as the clubhouse. The City is planning to bring the 10-12” fire

line from the south side of the course behind the green on #12, across the fairways of holes #9 and #15, head
west to the club house then back north to the proposed site of the maintenance building.

The Water Department will be going out to the course to do some test holes to see how much rock there is.
Matt asked when the line is scheduled to go in. Dennis said no dates have been set yet. It all depends on the
Water Department’s schedule. Matt is concerned about the irrigation mainline being tampered with. Dennis
explained that Dario had met with them to show them where the lines are so they won’t be cutting any lines.
He is also going to be doing some hand digging around the lines.





Dennis mentioned there will be delays on the construction of the building due to getting the water line in but
is hopeful it will be finished by late fall. Brett asked why they can’t start construction on the building
without the water line being in yet. Dennis explained the building can’t be occupied before a water line is
tied into it. It was discussed that the building would still be able to be built and once the water line is in, they
can start using it. Greg feels it’s a good idea to get the bids started and get going on construction as soon as
possible even before they get the water line in.

Item #2 Update on Golf Specials — Mike Hamblin

Mike updated the Commission on the Golf Specials. They are getting approximately 10-15 of the summer
specials from 2pm-5pm each day. People are also enjoying the dollar golf. So far, the total revenue from
both specials is $5500.00 for 20 days. Brett asked what the norm is without the specials. Mike stated we
don’t track that but usually the course doesn’t generate more than $300 after 6pm so this should be
generating more revenue in the next month.

Item #3 Fund Raising Tournament — Staff & Commission

Mike, Ray and Patty met to go over the list of the sponsors that donated for last year’s Fundraising
Tournament and divided up the names for each one to contact. Mike has gone to Argo and is getting
approximately 10 posters made up with the Fundraiser information to post at various places. Ray mentioned
he has contacted a number of people and is getting a good response for donations. He has $1100.00
committed so far and feels he can get a total of $2500.00. Ray asked the Commission if they can try and
each get $1000.00 in donations. Most of the people he has talked to have been concerned with the condition
of the cart paths and even though Ray stresses re-seeding as a priority, he feels the cart paths need to be as
well. Mike commented that we have re-claimed asphalt that the street department will be using to repair the
cart paths. It was suggested to have some of the paths done before the tournament. Matt mentioned that it
wouldn’t be a good idea to repair the areas that will be tore up when they put in the water line.

The Commission discussed different options for contests. Some suggestions were to have a putting contest,
provide Mulligan’s and having a raffle. Raffle prizes could consist anywhere from a season pass, Titelist
driver, Gold’s Gym pass to a golf package in Sun Valley. Greg suggested having the Filer Golf Team help
with the putting contest and Patty mentioned the Ladies Association would also be able to help. Mike
suggested having the high schools selling raffle tickets.

Mike has the entry form finished but needs to get the Community Foundation logo on it. He is also going to
be sending in information for the Chamber’s Friday Fax. Brett also mentioned getting some advertising in
the Community Pages. The entry form will be available on the City’s website.

Ray suggested having the sub-committee meet weekly until the Fundraiser. The Commission discussed
having a special meeting before the Fundraiser. It was decided to meet on July 25™ at 9:00am at the Golf
Course.

Item #5 Old & New Business — Commission

Dennis informed the Commission there are 15-20 entries for the re-naming of the Golf Course and Mike has
received some as well. The deadline is on August 1¥. At the August meeting, the Commission can pick their





top three choices and the recommendation can be forwarded to the City Council for them to choose the new
name.

Mike mentioned that Ridley’s has taken over the Latham Tournament.

Dennis informed the Commission that Chuck Van Vooren has retired. His last day was on July 4™ A small
party was held at the Parks and Recreation Office.

Ed asked if the Commission can ask for Doug Piper’s resignation since he has not been attending the
meetings. Dennis said that usually the Chairperson will call them and ask if they will submit their
resignation. Usually they are willing to do that since their schedule no longer allows them to attend the
meetings. Patty will call Doug and see if he will be willing to submit his resignation.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:21pm.

Patty Lee called the meeting to order at 11:05 am. A motion was made by Brett Semple to approve the May
13™ 2009 meeting minutes. Gale Kleinkopf seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Patty
Lee made a correction to the May 29" Special Meeting minutes to state the cost of the over-seeding will be
$1000 for 3 acres. Ray Wight seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item # 1 Twin Falls Municipal Fund Raising Tournament — Commission & Staff

On May 29" the Commission met at the golf course to discuss which projects should be funded by the fund
raising golf tournament for 2009. The main priority the Commission decided was over-seeding the fairways
and they would also like to see improvements to the cart paths. Ray commented that he has taken a picture
of the sign that was made with all the donor’s names on it from last year’s tournament. He hopes that it will
help solicit donors. Ray also handed out the sponsor form that was used last year. There are some changes

that can be made. Mike asked the Commission to e-mail him any changes that they would like to see made
and he will also e-mail the Commission of any changes he makes to the form.

Mike suggested sending out e-mails to all those that sponsored the tournament last year. He mentioned that
half of the sponsors from last year will most likely donate again as they have set aside the funds this year. He
also mentioned that the Latham Tournament and Idaho Open will not be happening this year and those that
have donated to them in years past should hopefully donate towards this tournament. Mike will get the
sponsor list from the Latham Tournament and start contacting sponsors. Ray would like to set up another
sub-committee meeting around the 30™ of June.





The Commission discussed having different levels of sponsorship for the tournament. Ray suggested having
a minimum amount for a donation in order for the sponsor to have their name on the board. Last year
everyone that donated had their name posted on the board. He suggested having a silver, gold and platinum
level. He also mentioned having a sign up in the clubhouse promoting the tournament.

Dennis suggested having photos available for the City Council showing the improvements that were done
last year with the money. Dennis will present to the Council that the Commission is recommending to use
the fund raiser money to re-seed the fairways and improve the cart paths.

Gale made a motion to recommend to Council to waive the green fees for the Twin Falls Municipal Fund
Raising Tournament for 2009. Patty seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #2 Name Change for the Course — Staff & Commission

On Monday, May 18", the City Council approved the recommendation of a name change for the golf course.
They approved to hold a contest to re-name the golf course; winner receives a punch card for 10 rounds of
golf. Names will be reviewed by the Golf Advisory Commission, and then the Commission will forward
their top three choices to the City Council for their selection of a new name. After the new name is chosen, a
contest will be held for a new logo for the course; winner receives a punch card for 10 rounds of golf. Logos
will also be reviewed by the Commission and their top three choices will be forwarded to the City Council
for a final selection. The implementation date will be January 1, 2010.

Mike has received 25 suggestions so far and Dennis has received some through e-mail. Mike mentioned that
we need to have a deadline of when the entries are due. He suggested having the deadline on August 1%, the
day of the Fund Raising Tournament. Dennis would like to have an entry form made up with their name,
address, phone number and suggested name. Ray suggested advertising online and allowing online entries.
Mike mentioned that he has talked to Stacy with Parks and Recreation to have an entry form available online.

Mike stated that he met with Travis and Mitch about the signage at the golf course. The sign on the corner at
Grandview near tee box # 10, may not meet the City sign codes. Mike thought there wouldn’t be much cost
in having new signs since Pepsi has changed their logo and would most likely donate the new signs with the
new name and logo. He also told the Commission that there is a spot available for advertising on the
television during the British Open for $300 that we can advertise the tournament. He is also going to be
advertising the re-naming of the golf course with the entry form, along with the tournament information, in
the Times News on Sunday.

Mike and Dennis will work on the entry form and will get the information on the website.
Item #3 New & Old Business

Greg informed the Commission that he has spoke with Dean Littler, the superintendent of the Street
Department, about the re-claimed asphalt for the cart paths. Dean doesn’t think it will be a problem
delivering it out to the course. Greg had asked him about the oil they use on the dirt alley’s to keep dust
down and if that would be an option on the dirt paths at the golf course. Dean told him that they have had
complaints from homeowners of it leaching out and killing grass on their property. He suggested using a fog
seal they put on themselves and it doesn’t leach out killing grass. Dean will work up a price on the product if





we can get him the measurements of the cart paths. Greg will ask Dean if the fog seal will work on the re-
claim asphalt as well to help make it last longer.

Dennis updated the Commission on the maintenance building. The biggest hold up is the easement to get the
fire hydrant there. The City is negotiating with the owners to acquire the proper easements. The City has
been investigating having the water line that runs from Victory Avenue to the golf course and tie into that to
give a fire hydrant to both the clubhouse and the maintenance shop.

Mike informed the Commission that he presented to Council to offer $1 per hole golf and summer specials.
Council approved the specials. The Summer Specials will be from 2-5pm every day; 18 holes for $16; 18
holes with a cart for $25. $1 golf will be available every day from 6pm-dark, $1 per hole, cart is optional for
$.50 per hole. These specials will not apply to any Twi-Light leagues, charity events, corporate outings or
pre-booked events.

Ray asked about the expenditures sheet that was attached with the agenda. Gale had mentioned that there is
no way of telling how much of the expenditures are paid ahead. Dennis commented that we will start seeing
a savings on the full-time salaries by later this year as one full-time employee has transferred to Parks &
Recreation and the 3 employee is retiring the first part of July. The biggest savings this year has been the
repair on equipment. The biggest reason is because of the new equipment not needing repairs. Mike
mentioned revenues are about the same right now as last year so that means rounds are down. This is why he
is promoting the summer specials and $1 golf.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:56am.

Patty Lee called the meeting to order at 11:30 am. Patty Lee made a correction to the February 11™, 2009
minutes on Item #5, third paragraph to include: Burley CC, Gooding CC and Twin Falls Municipal Golf
Course. A motion was made by Ray Wight to approve the minutes of the February 11, 2009 meeting with
the corrections. Patty Lee seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item # 1 Membership - Staff & Commission

Dennis updated the Commission on the openings for the Advisory Board. The City has received eight
applications for the two openings. Interviews will be held on Friday, March 13"™ at the City Hall conference
room. Two of the applicants will be out of town for the interviews so a questionnaire will be sent to them to
fill out and they will possibly do a phone interview. A couple of the applicants reside outside of city limits
but City Code states that Council can waive that requirement. The new members should be at the April
meeting.

Gale asked why the Commission is not making recommendations to appoint the new members anymore.
Dennis explained that the Mayor is wanting to be more involved and that City Code states: The Mayor shall
appoint the members on the Commission and confirmed by Council.

Item #2 Golf Tournaments - Staff

On Monday, March 2" the City Council approved the waiver of green fees for CSI's, the Library
Foundation’s and the Inner-City Ladies’ Golf tournaments. Our own fundraiser tournament must get the
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approval from the Community Foundation first to use them to handle the funds again this year before
presenting to Council. Dennis would like to give Council a list of what the money will be spent on when
presenting the request to waive the greens fees. He thought that presenting this to Council in April would
allow enough time for the Commission to get together to discuss different ideas of what to use the fundraiser
money on. Mike Hamblin suggested using some of the fundraiser money for new chairs and tables in the
clubhouse. In the future, Dennis will not have to present a recommendation to Council. It can be put on the
consent calendar.

Item #3 Golf Management Proposals — Staff

The Review Committee has recommended for the City to negotiate with Mike Hamblin on the management
of the Municipal Golf Course. Negotiations have started with the City and Mike. Some of the highlights in
Mike’s proposal are: the maintenance crew at the course will report directly to Mike; one of the full time
employees will be transferred to the Parks and Recreation Department (the other employee will be retiring in
July); and the City shop will assume the majority of the maintenance on vehicles and equipment. Dennis
feels the contract will be forwarded to the City Council by mid-April.

Mike discussed some of the ideas he has for the contract with the City. Mike will be paying the City $5 per
round as part of his 12 days of tournaments that the City receives no revenue from. Mike said that most
likely the entry fee for those tournaments will go up to cover that cost. He mentioned being able to account
for everything that goes through the course, including waived green fees. The Commission agreed that some
sort of adjustments should be noted for the waived green fees and the discounted round due to high school
golf and senior discounted fees so the course should show a profit at the end of the year.

Dennis reported that Dario Marques will be working with Parks and Recreation beginning April 6. Chuck
VanVooren will be retiring July 4™ Kevin Packard will be the only full time employee at the course and he
will report to Mike. The City is looking into a full lease for Mike to take on all expenditures and expenses by
2012.

Greg thanked the Review Committee members. He felt it was a good group of people who came up with a
lot of good ideas and thoughts. It was a very productive meeting and he is happy with the outcome.

Item #4 New & Old Business

Dennis updated the Commission on the golf maintenance building. The fire inspector said there will need to
be a fire hydrant. Dennis informed the Commission that we will have the Water Department tie into the fire
hydrant approximately 200-250 feet from the location of the new shop.

The Street Department will be adding the reclaim asphalt to the cart paths when the weather gets nice. One
of the areas that needs it most is around #13. Mike suggested going out to the course after next month’s
meeting to look at what high priority is for the asphalt. He also mentioned that some work needs to be done
at the lower cart shed.

Greg updated the Commission on Council’s decision of holding Commission meetings at the Council
Chambers. Council did not approve the Commission’s recommendation of meeting at the golf course. Greg
stated that the main issue is the recording and video taping of the meetings. At this time, that is not
happening and if they are unable to get the video equipment, Greg stated they might be able to re-address it at
a later time.





The Commission discussed changing the meeting date and time. They decided to keep the meeting on the
second Wednesday of every month at 11:00am.

Gale expressed his concern of the employees at the golf course. When Dario and Chuck leave, it isn’t going
to be easy training new people. Mike stated that he has had a lot of interest of people that would be qualified
to take on the positions. Dennis went over the shortfall the City is experiencing this year. There will be
close to a million dollar shortfall. The City does not want to lay people off and they have put a freeze on
hiring new employees for open positions. Mike mentioned that if the City eventually goes with a lease with
Mike, there are different options for keeping Kevin and the City paying for benefits.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:30pm.

Patty Lee called the meeting to order at 11:03 am. A motion was made by Ray Wight to approve the April
8™ 2009 meeting minutes. Ed Prater seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item # 1 Twin Falls Municipal Fund Raising Tournament — Commission & Staff

On March 13™, the Community Foundation Board approved the request to allow the tournament to use the
Community Foundation as a funding mechanism so all entry fees, sponsors and donations can receive a tax

credit for their donations. The sub-committee of Ed, Ray and Mike has recommended improvements for this
year’s funds to be spent on.

Dennis asked if the Commission has been out to the course to look at the improvements the sub-committee is
recommending. None of the Commission members has been out there. Dennis suggested scheduling a
meeting at the Course so he can present to Council what improvements will be done as soon as possible.
Questions on one of the proposed improvements are the replacement of the tables and chairs in the
clubhouse. Is it the responsibility of the City or should the fundraising tournament pay for it all? Dennis
stated that he has proposed in his budget for 50% of the cost of the chairs and does not know if that will be
approved or not.

Ray would like to see a re-seeding project in place but feels it should be discussed more when Matt Nelson
can attend the meeting. It was also suggested to have a sign that shows that these certain improvements were
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done through the fundraiser. Greg has seen a realty type sign at a course that sticks in the ground and states
that “this project funded through”. We could have a few signs made up and re-use them year after year.

Ray mentioned that he will take some pictures of the projects we are looking at improving so when asking for
sponsors in the fundraiser, we can have something to show them what we are planning on improving. He
will also take pictures of what we have improved in the past fundraiser so we can show what improvements
have already been done. Dennis suggested posting these pictures on the City’s website to promote the
fundraiser. Staff can work on getting the pictures posted.

Ed thinks having the signs at each project is a good idea. He would like to meet before the June meeting so
the Commission can have their recommendations of the improvements at the meeting. Dennis will try and
get in contact with Matt to see what would be a good time for him to meet at the golf course. Christi will e-
mail the Commission the date and time of the meeting.

Item #2 Name Change for the Course — Staff & Commission

It was brought up at the last meeting to discuss changing the name of the Golf Course at this month’s
meeting. Dennis suggested having a contest for the new name. The Parks and Recreation Commission had a
contest for re-naming the LDS Softball Complex. They had the classrooms of Oregon Trail Elementary
School choose the name and the Commission chose their top 3 choices. Council made their choice from
those 3 recommendations and the winning classroom won a pizza and pool party.

Brett had mentioned the cost at the last meeting and Dennis informed the Commission that there really isn’t
too much to change so the cost should be pretty low. Pepsi had donated the signs before and there is a
possibility they might do that again.

Ed mentioned that he liked the idea of a name change but does not want Twin Falls in the name because
people will probably still refer to it by Muni. Dennis said that if we have a contest for the re-naming, the
names can be submitted into the Parks and Recreation office or the Golf Course and the Commission can
choose the top 3 names and forward to Council those top 3 choices and Council will make the decision.
Brett suggested having an entry fee for the contest and that money can go back into the Course. He also
suggested having a separate entry for the logo.

Gale made a motion to hold a contest to re-name the golf course. The winner will receive a punch card for
10 rounds of golf. The names will be reviewed by the Commission and they will forward their top three
choices to the City Council for the selection of the new name. Once the new name is chose, a contest will be
held for a new logo for the course. The winner will receive a punch card for 10 rounds of golf. The logos
will be reviewed by the Commission and they will forward their top three choices to the City Council for the
selection of the new logo. The implementation date will be January 1, 2010. Brett seconded the motion.
The motion passed unanimously.

Item #3 New & Old Business

At the last meeting, Mike brought up promoting the $1 per hole special after a certain time in the evening.
He was going to get more information and let the Commission know. Due to Mike being gone today, we will
discuss the item at the June meeting. Ray asked if Council would need to approve it or not. Dennis and Greg
feel that it could be on the consent calendar.





Dennis went over the revenue/expenditures spreadsheet. Mike and Dennis felt the Commission should have
a copy and if they have any questions they can contact them.

Patty asked if the city shop is working out okay for the repairs on equipment at the course. Chuck is still
there so he is working on the equipment. Once he has retired, they will have City shop personnel come out to
the course for regular maintenance. Equipment should only have to be taken to the shop if there are break-
downs.

Dennis updated the Commission on the maintenance building. Bids should be out in June and the building
should be done by winter.

Vice-Chairperson Ed Prater called the meeting to order at 11:04am
Item # 1 Approve minutes of the October 14™, 2009 meeting

A motion was made by Gale Kleinkopf to approve the minutes of the October 14™, 2009 meeting. Ray
Wight seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #2 PGA Professional’s Report
Item #4 Rates for the 2010 Season

Mike went over the PGA Professional Report. He had spoken with Ann Prince, who purchased a punch card
last year and was only able to play 7 holes due to a back injury. She has 9 punches left and would like to use
those punches in 2010. Mike thought she had a season pass so he told her that he would discuss it with the
Commission. The Commission discussed if they should allow the punch card to be used in 2010. Brett
Semple made a motion to allow 3 rounds of golf on Ann Prince’s 2009 punch card to be used in 2010 due to
the situation being a medical condition. Ray Wight seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion
except Ed Prater. The motion passed 4 to 1.





Mike went over the current prices for season passes and green fees. Rounds are down from last year. He
feels we should leave the season pass prices alone. The golf course is not getting people in to play on the
weekends. Mike suggested reducing the weekend rate from $23 to $20 for 18 holes of golf.

It was discussed at the last meeting to stop allowing any more private cart storage in the cart shed so in the
future there will be room to store City owned equipment. Reducing private cart storage to only one shed
would reduce the City’s revenue by approximately $5,300 per year, but some of the reduced revenue would
be offset by increases in the storage cart fee. Also this would allow the City to store its equipment out of the
weather and the equipment would have a longer life span. The City does not know when they will tear down
the old maintenance shop which houses most of the equipment. Mike called around to other courses and got
their pricing on private storage of carts. Everyone who allows private cart storage is more expensive than our
course. Greg proposed that the waitlist for private storage should go away and we will not allow any more
carts. He suggested talking with people who have carts stored in the shed and don’t play that often of what
the plan is in the future and see if they would be willing to move them out. He also suggested raising the
storage fee to $300 and increasing the price each year until we reach $400 and use the extra money to start
repairing the floor in the south cart shed.

Ed suggested sending a letter to all those that have a cart stored in the shed explaining what is planned for the
future. Greg agreed and mentioned that it would be a good idea to have in the letter what the cost increases
are being proposed for the future. That may make a difference on someone’s decision to keep a cart stored
there. Gale asked if we have money left over from the fundraiser to do some repairs in the south cart shed.
Mike reported that there is money left over but we told people who donated for the fundraiser that the money
would be spent on over-seeding the fairways and repairs on the cart paths.

Dennis suggested presenting to Council a recommendation with the highest price we will be proposing in the
future because we will have to have a public hearing each time it is increased more than 5%. The
Commission will be proposing the fee be increased the first year to $300 and $25 each year after until we
reach $400, which will be in 2014.

Gale made a motion to recommend to Council that all fees will remain the same except for weekend and
holiday green fees, which will be reduced from $23 to $20 and cart storage will be increased from $265 to
$300 in 2010 with yearly incremental increases of $25 until 2014. The Twin Falls Golf Club will no longer
accept anymore carts stored in the cart sheds. Punch cards for 2010 will be sold from December 1*-January
15™ for $150 and will be sold at The Twin Falls Golf Club, Parks and Recreation, City Hall and Donnelley
Sports. Gary Roland seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #3 Logo Contest

Council approved of the name change of the golf course to “Twin Falls Golf Club”. Now that the name has
been changed, the Commission can set up the guidelines for the logo contest. Dennis showed the
Commission the two options of logos that were suggested by Ed Prater at the September ot meeting.

Mike mentioned that scorecards need to be ordered and asked if we want to wait until we have the new logo
to order them. He usually orders a 3 year supply. Brett suggested not putting the new logo on and have the
City’s logo on them but with the new name. Mike will get prices for the scorecards. In the past, the Men’s
Association went out to get sponsors for the scorecards which paid the price of the new scorecards. Mike
will work on getting sponsors to pay for the price of scorecards.





The Commission agreed that the logo contest will be held from December 1*-December 31*. Brett
suggested advertising who won the punch card from the name contest. All the names of the people that
submitted Rock Creek, Creekside or High Desert will be put in a hat and drawn for the punch card of the
name contest.

Item #5 Other Items from the Commission

The Commission discussed tee box advertising. Some of the advertisements are faded and some of the
sponsors are not in business anymore. The Men’s Association put those signs up and obtained the sponsors
to pay for the signs. The advertising was income for the Men’s Association but they haven’t had any revenue
in 3 years. There was a local community member that had proposed to handle the advertising on the tee
boxes with a signed contract and pay a yearly fee to rent the tee box signs and supply new signs and benches.
This would have been revenue for the Men’s Association. The City Attorney did not approve of the contract.
Dennis explained he is working on a Request for Proposal (RFP) to allow companies and/or individuals to
submit bids for the management and marketing of tee box signs. He is hoping to release this RFP soon. This
would allow replacement of the signs to be done this spring.

Ray asked if the invoices have been paid up on the Fundraiser Tournament. He suggested sending out
another invoice and if they don’t get paid, a follow up phone call should be made. Dennis explained that Rex
LeForgee does not check the mail box every day and he will get in touch with him to see if any more money
has been received.

Mike updated the Commission on the HVAC system. They have been working on installing it but have run
into some issues that increased the project by $3,000.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:40pm.

Item # 2 Approve minutes of the September 22, 2009 meeting

A motion was made by Ray Wight to approve the minutes of the September 22" 2009 meeting. Brett
Semple seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #1 Welcome New Member to the Commission

Dennis introduced Gary Roland to the Commission. Gary Roland was chosen to serve on the Commission
after interviewing on October 6" with Mayor Lance Clow, Council Liaison Greg Lanting, Vice-Chairperson
Ed Prater and Parks and Recreation Director Dennis Bowyer. City Council approved to accept Gary Roland
to serve on the Commission to replace Doug Piper’s term. Gary’s term will expire in February 2010 but has
the opportunity to be renewed for two three year terms.

Item #3 Update on Golf Maintenance Building

Dennis updated the Commission on the status of the Golf Maintenance building. The foundation has been
poured, the sewer line is in progress and the Water Department is almost complete with the installation of the
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water line. They should be able to pour the flooring of the shop this week. Dennis explained that as part of
City Code, he will have to apply for a special use permit. A golf course is allowed in an open space zone by
a special use permit only. Since the golf course existed before zoning regulations, it never had a special use
permit; it has been grandfathered in all these years. There will be a Public Hearing held through Planning
and Zoning on October 27", Letters were mailed out to residents who live within 300 feet of the golf course
informing them of the public hearing.

Ray asked how staff decided where to place the building. He mentioned he has had people asking him about
it. Dennis explained that it had to be placed outside of the flood zone.

Item #4 Renaming the Golf Course

It was presented to City Council on Monday, October 12", the recommendation from the Commission to
rename the golf course to “Twin Falls Golf Club”. Council did not approve of the Commission’s
recommendation and tabled the request. They directed Dennis to bring it back to the Commission with two
names to choose from. The two names Council is recommending the Commission to decide on is “Twin
Falls Golf Club at Rock Creek” or “Twin Falls Creekside Golf Club”.

The Commission discussed the recommendation. Mike is concerned with the lengthy name being printed on
a shirt along with a logo. He has checked with vendors about how many characters can be on shirts and
logos. Greg mentioned that shirts can be made up with what you want on them; they don’t have to be the
exact name. He mentioned that Mike has shirts and hats that say “Muni” on them. Matt is concerned that if
we name the course Twin Falls Golf Club at Rock Creek, someone could come in and build a course and
name it Twin Falls Golf Club as well. Adding “at Rock Creek” allows other people to add their own addition
to Twin Falls Golf Club. Naming the course “Twin Falls Golf Club” would be protecting that name and
identifying with Twin Falls.

Gale made a motion to resubmit to Council the recommendation to keep the name “Twin Falls Golf Club”
with the reasoning that the other two names leave it open for any other course to name their course “Twin
Falls Golf Club”. Members of the Commission will attend the Council meeting to present their reasons for
keeping the name “Twin Falls Golf Club”. Matt seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Dennis will send a copy of the staff report for the Council meeting to the Commission.

Brett feels that we need to follow through with the original decision to have a contest for the logo. Patty
suggested taking the 2 punch cards and draw names for them if we don’t do both contests.

Item #5 Winter Rates

Mike presented to the Commission that he would like to lower the winter rate from $16 to $10. He feels
lowering it will get more people out to the course. The Commission discussed lowering the rates. Matt
suggested having a reduced rate for City and County residents of Twin Falls only. Ed suggested only
allowing play from 11am-5pm. This way the weather is best and there is no frost on the ground.

Ray made a motion to reduce the winter rate to $10 from $16 from November 1* — February 1*. Brett
seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion.

Mike will send advertising to every PGA professional, newspapers, Chamber’s Friday Fax, etc. of the new
pricing if it is approved. He will also e-mail the Commission the last three years of rounds.





Item #6 Other Items from the Commission

Mike asked the Commission what they would like to do with the punch cards this year. Ray feels we should
leave the price the same. The Commission agreed.

Mike mentioned he has called Danny Hite about the scorecards. He said they are approximately $3,600 for
100,000 scorecards. Mike will get the exact amount.

Work has been started on the cart paths but they aren’t finished.

Mike brought up the cart shed storage of private carts. This has been discussed for quite some time in not
allowing any more storage of private carts in the cart sheds with the hope that in the future there will be room
to store maintenance equipment. Mike and Gale believe that Council had approved this year’s ago. Dennis
will look in past Council minutes to see what was discussed. Gale thinks it was between the year’s 1995-
1999. Ed asked Dennis if there is storage at the Parks and Recreation office. Dennis said there isn’t much
but we can make room for some of the equipment.

Ed mentioned having a separate website for the Golf Course created. All other courses in the area have a
website. Dennis explained that we have a site for the golf course on the City’s website but he is trying to get
Golf as a separate link instead of having the link under Parks and Recreation. Patty stated that if we are
trying to get away from people wanting to golf at a municipal golf course, we should create our own website
and not have it under the City’s. Gale commented that it would be expensive to do and someone would have
to maintain it.

Ray asked if any more revenue has been collected from the invoices sent out from the fundraiser. Dennis has
received a check from SRG Flooring. He will call Rex LeForgee with the Community Foundation to see if
any more invoices have been paid.

Gale asked if there has been more discussion on moving school golf to the fall. Mike said that if the city golf
courses would do it, everyone would switch over. The only course that has a problem with it is Idaho Falls
Country Club. Mike asked Dennis what the schools do for Parks and Recreation using the gyms. Dennis
said they give us the times and dates of what are available. Dennis suggested the City could tell the golf
teams the times and dates the course is available for their use.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:41.

The Commission likes the idea of having Twin Falls Golf
Club as the name so it will still identify with the City but attract tourists. Ed suggested using the City’s logo
already in place but remove the “City of” and add Golf Club to it. This again would still identify with the
City. Brett would like to have Mike’s input on the name because he wasn’t too happy with the names that
were submitted.

Ray suggested holding a special meeting to discuss the name so Mike and Greg could attend. Brett suggested
holding it at the golf course so the Commission can also look at the re-seeding and other projects.

Vice Chairperson Ed Prater called the meeting to order at 9:30 am.
Item # 1 Approve minutes of the September 9", 2009 meeting

A motion was made by Ray Wight to approve the minutes of the September 9™ 2009 meeting. Brett Semple
seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item #2 Renaming the Golf Course

At the last meeting it was discussed to not use any of the submitted names that were entered in the contest
and modify the existing name of the course by dropping “Municipal” and changing “Course” to “Club” so
the new name would be “Twin Falls Golf Club”. It was also discussed to change the existing City logo to
drop “City of” and replacing “People Serving People” with “Golf Club”.

Greg suggested having the advertising for the new course name mention it is open to the public so people
won’t confuse it for a private club. Mike is concerned with the logo size if we keep the City’s logo. He
would like to see it be smaller if it is printed on shirts. He also mentioned that scorecards are almost gone
and would like to have the new logo approved before ordering new ones. In the past the Men’s Association
has covered the cost of the scorecards through advertising and Mike would like to know if they will still be
able to do the advertising.





Ray made a motion to recommend to City Council to rename the golf course to Twin Falls Golf Club rather
than accept any of the submitted names through the contest. Matt seconded the motion. The motion passed
unanimously.

Dennis will check with Donnelley’s or Quickdraw to send a proof of the logo with the modifications so he
can send it to the Commission for their approval.

Mike mentioned that Clint Travis’ company would like to continue with the aeration of the greens for next
year.

Ed asked if John Riestma has been properly thanked for donating fertilizer for the fund raiser. It was
suggested to have a plaque made up for him.

aeration.
