5. Requirement for Design Professional stamp on mechanical and electrical design.

Scott McClure – International Mechanical code, loose interpretation, plans need to be stamped on commercial projects by a design professional unless 1) it doesn’t impact public safety, and 2) the drawings are so simple or the installation is simple and straight forward that the code inspector can determine that the plans satisfy code standards.
Arlen at the state who reviews for the state says it is up to the jurisdiction on what they want to require.  Scott does think that is should be based on who is doing the installation. HVAC code is very complicated and needs to have design professionals designing and submitting the plans for review.  The HVAC inspector cannot design for the contractors.  Brizee currently submits design build plans and Terry’s actually has a HVAC engineer to do their plans.  We are catching mistakes out in the field but would like to catch them ahead of time, which is what started us reviewing the plans in advance, being more proactive to save time and potential additional costs in making changes.  The state does require HVAC and Electrical stamped plans.   We do not know about Boise or other surrounding cities.  Discussion to follow.  Mitch proposed getting a sub-committee together to come up with a draft policy to recommend.  Dan Brizee, Scott McClure, Gary Bond and Jay Reis to be the sub-committee.
6. Electrical and plumbing inspector coverage.

Much discussion on the needs of the community to have back up inspectors for electrical, HVAC and plumbing inspections during vacations and time off .  We have contracted with the State for electrical inspections.  The state has reduced staff as well and they do not do inspections on Friday.  The state inspector could only do two days a week for us and charge us $65 an hour.  Discussion on the possibility of hiring someone part time or on an as needed basis.   We are looking at ways to fill a backup position and do a stipend to offer for someone to come in a couple days a month.  
Scott motioned to make recommendations to Council, Sean seconded.  Motion passed. Mitch addressed the budget restraints at this point.  We will have some funds available and we are looking for you guys to find a person to fill these positions.    Continued discussion.
